The pool at Lovers Point Park is dechlorinated prior to discharge 100% of thetime. It isleft to
allow the chlorine to dissipate via Natural Dissipation for a minimum of five days, two past the
recommended three days. The water is be tested to verify that the chlorine level

has been sufficiently reduced before beginning the discharge. Testing for residual chlorine

is performed every hour during the discharge event to confirm that chlorine reduction has been
achieved versus every half hour asiswritten in the plan. In the summer of 2010, we will test
every half hour.

Procedures for Drainage System Maintenance

1. Clean and repair catch basins, inlets and piping as identified through inspections prior to November 1¢
annually.

Re-inspect identified problem areas of debris accumulation during wet season.

As of 2008 - documentation of inspections and cleaning.

2. All catch basins, storm drain inlets, and other conveyance structures are inspected and cleaned twice a
year. One time is prior to the rainy season beginning November 1.

3. Problem areas are known to staff and re-inspected year round

5. As of 2008 - Record the amount of waste collected.

6. Waste is decanted at the sanitary landfill and stored in the vactor truck.

7. Drainage problem areas are identified during inspection and corrected or calendared for repair.
