ANNUAL REPORTS 

 
The individual permittee Annual Reports contained in the Appendices to the Regional Annual 
Report only report on the BMPs for which they are individually responsible.  Those BMPs and 
Measurable Goals which are carried out by the Monterey Regional Storm Water Permit 
Participants Group (Group) are reported on in the body of the Regional Annual Report. 
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MCM 1:  PUBLIC EDUCATION AND OUTREACH 
 
This MCM is being accomplished by the Group and there are no individual permittee 
responsibilities under it.  This MCM is described and discussed in Appendix A. 
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MCM2: PUBLIC PARTICIPATION &  INVOLVEMENT 
 
The majority of this MCM is being carried out by the Group, and is described and discussed in 
Appendix B.  Only those parts of this MCM that are the responsibility of the individual 
permittees are discussed below. 
 
BMP 2-1.a:  Draft annual report will be posted on the website and in city offices for review by 
public one month prior to Annual Workshop No. 2. 
Measurable Goal:  All written public comments submitted and notes taken at workshop will be 
considered for inclusion in the annual report and kept on file. 
Measurable Goal is carried out by the Group.  The City posted a notice of availability of the 
Regional Annual Report on its public information bulletin board where meeting notices and 
other public announcements are placed, and on the City website (www.ci.seaside.ca.us) 

 

Notice of Violation 24 
Comment: Draft Year 2 Annual Report was not posted on Monterey Regional’s website. 
Response: The Draft Year 2 Annual Report was posted on the City of Seaside’s website 
(www.ci.seaside.ca.us). A copy of the posting can be found in this Appendix. 

 
BMPs 2-1.b 2-1c., and 2-1.d:  Hold Annual Workshops.  
 These BMP’s are carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities.  
  
BMP 2-2.a:  Provide financial sponsorship support for Annual Coastal Cleanup Day in 
Monterey County or other local beach clean up efforts.   
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. 
 
BMP 2-2.b:  Recruit volunteers through municipal employee base and through advertising for 
Annual Coastal Clean Up Day or other local clean up efforts. 
Measurable Goal:  Each permit holder will recruit volunteers through two separate agency 
channels; e.g. email, paycheck stuffers, internal newsletters, etc.  Track recruitment efforts, 
coordination support and financial support, and track number of participants and volume of 
waste collected and report this information in the Annual Reports for the indicated years. 
 

Measurable Goal was met.  The following information was provided to all City staff via email 
and a poster containing much of this same information was posted on the City Hall bulletin 
board: 
 

The 24th Annual Coastal Cleanup Day is Saturday, September 20th, 2008 from 9AM till 
noon.  It is the premier volunteer event focused on the marine environment in the 
country.  On this day, 50,000 volunteers turn out to over 700 cleanup sites statewide to 
conduct what has been hailed by the Guinness Book of world Records as "the largest 
garbage collection" (1993).  Since the program started in 1985, nearly 700,000 
Californians have removed more than 10 million pounds of debris from our state©s 
shorelines and coast.  

 

Local cleanup sites you can volunteer for include: Moss Landing State Beach, Marina 
State Beach, Sand City Beach, Seaside State Beach, Del Monte Beach, Heritage Harbor 
Beach, Lover©s Point Beach, Carmel Beach, Big Sur.  To volunteer for one of these sites 
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simply contact Jill Poudrette, the Monterey County Coastal Cleanup Day Coordinator at 
(831) 649- 2980 or email her at jpoudrette@parks.ca,gov. 

 

The City of Seaside staff contributed at least 4 hours of staff time compiling information, 
performing community outreach, and answering questions about the event. The goal of the group 
is to obtain 40 hours total. With all 8 entities contributing 4 hours each, plus additional hours 
invested by the City of Sand City, the goal of 40 hours was reached. 
 

Urban Watch volunteer outreach was also conducted through emails and postings around City 
Hall. This is also included in the Appendix. 

 

BMP 2-2.c:  Provide support for, or assistance with, storm drain stenciling through providing 
supplies, volunteer recruitment, and staff labor.   
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. 
 

BMP 2-2.d: Prioritize pollutants of concern from Urban Watch (UW) & First Flush (FF) 
data. Conduct source tracking on one outfall.  
Measureable Goal: Source track the two highest priority pollutants on at least one outfall. 
 

Most of this BMP is carried out by the Group.  There are no individual permittee responsibilities, 
other than to assist with the outfall source tracking if the outfall being source-tracked in any 
permit year is located within the individual permittee’s jurisdiction.  The outfall selected for 
source tracking in Year 3 was not located within this permittee’s jurisdiction. 
 

 Notice of Violation 28 
Comment: During the group conference call, Monterey Regional indicated they believe 
that the MRSWMP contains a typo and the intent was for the BMP to be implemented by 
the MRSWMP group and not by each participating entity. Monterey Regional is 
responsible for fulfilling all of the components of the currently approved version of the 
MRSWMP, which includes one outfall per entity. 
Response: The intent of this BMP is for the MS4 with the selected outfall for the Group 
be responsible for source tracking. It was not the intent of this BMP to have each entity 
source track one outfall. 

 

 Notice of Violation 29 
Comment: The Year 2 Annual Report indicates the results from the Year 2 Urban Watch 
program showed: Steinbeck Plaza…; Greenwood Park …; and trash is a problem at all 
Monterey Peninsula outfalls. Provide, in the next annual report, a discussion on First 
Flush results for Greenwood Park and trash at Monterey Peninsula outfalls. Include an 
analysis of what can be learned from the data and any modifications needed for the 
MRSWMP to protect water quality. 
Response: The City of Pacific Grove should respond regarding Greenwood Park. As for 
trash at Monterey outfalls, the City of Seaside inspects the 90”  outfall and the Robert 
Lake culvert at Monterey State Beach during the rain season.  This is done to ensure 
storm water will flow and not cause flooding.  In response to this request from the 
Regional Board, Public Works Staff has now been directed to pick up trash at the beach 
in the direct vicinity of those two Seaside outfalls when inspection of the outfalls occurs 
in order to reduce trash entering the Ocean. 
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Notice of Violation 112 
Comment: Trash in the Monterey Regional area is a potential threat to water quality. 
During the audit, Water Board staff observed trash in several locations.  During annual 
Coastal Cleanup Day in the Monterey Regional area, as much as 30% of the trash by 
weight is reported from cigarette butts.  Some beaches have frequent clean up programs 
but some do not.  The large volume of trash picked up during the annual Coastal Cleanup 
Day suggests there could potentially be more effective water quality protection if beaches 
were cleaned more frequently.  The participating entities each reported during the audit to 
have a variety of effective trash management practices but it appears that more needs to 
be done to effectively prevent Monterey Regional from discharging trash pollutants. 
Response: The City of Seaside proposes during the rainy seasons to pick up trash on the 
beach directly adjacent to our two outfalls, 90”  and Robert Lake box culvert, when they 
are inspected.  More detail can be found in Violation 29 response. 

 

BMP 2-3.a:  A representative from the MRSWMP group will become an active participant in 
the Citizen Water Quality Monitoring Network. 
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. The 
Monterey Bay National Marine Sanctuary is responsible for holding the Citizen Water Quality 
Monitoring Network meetings; none were held during this permit year. 
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MCM 3:  ILLICIT DISCHARGE DETECTION &  ELIMINATION 

 
BMP 3-1.a:  Enter into an agreement with “ 911 Earth”  to use their 1-800-CLEANUP hotline 
for the public to report illicit discharges by zip code. 
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. 
 

BMP 3-1.b:  Advertise 1-800-CLEANUP call-in number on MRSWMP generated-media and 
educational materials. 
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. 
 

BMP 3-1.c:  Using the protocol contained on pages E-30 through E-33 of Appendix E, 
investigate and take appropriate action on each report of illicit discharge that is received. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of all reports of illicit discharge investigated and report on outcome 
of each case in the form of “ closed” , “ ongoing enforcement” , or “ still investigating source” . 
 

Measurable Goal was met.  One incident was reported during this permit year.  It was 
investigated and reported using the form contained in Appendix E.  A copy of the completed 
report form is included at the end of this Appendix. 
 

 Notice of Violation 5 
Comment: For many of the BMP’s including 3-1.c, the MRSWMP states the form or 
checklist provided in the MRSWMP will be used to document the activity. These forms 
are not being consistently used by all entities. Documentation needs to be kept on file for 
a minimum of 5 years and available to the public and the water board upon request. 
Response: The correct form for this BMP is being used by the City of Seaside, as found 
attached in this Appendix. A new filing system implemented in November 2009 will aid 
in keeping records available and accessible for 5 years. 
 

 Notice of Violation: 107& 111 
Comment: A comment from the Year 1 Review was not addressed in the Year 2 Report, 
specifically comment #50 which states that an illegal connection was not properly 
followed up with. Immediately correct these violations by providing the Water Board 
with responses to all of the required items from the Year 1 Annual Report. 
Response: In Permit Year 1 there was an illicit connection found by the City and 
investigated by the City and the Regional Board.  The direct connection from the storm 
drain was removed by the property owner as inspected on 10/13/09. This case is 
considered “closed.”  There is some concern regarding correct off-haul of brine from the 
site and the Monterey Regional Water Pollution Control Agency, Source Control 
Division, will be following up to insure proper off-haul. A copy of the email confirming 
this which was sent to the Water Board on 10/20/2009 is included in this Appendix. 

 

As part of this BMP there must also be a unified place for public to call (either 911 or Seaside 
Dispatch at 394-6811) who calls either the Resource Management Services front counter or the 
Fire Department depending on if it is business hours or not. If it is business hours Public Works 
Staff will respond to the call from the Resource Management front counter, and if it’s after hours 
the Public Works on-call will be first on scene and they will call the City Engineer for direction 
in completing the necessary forms. 
 

For even further discussion pertaining to this BMP, see BMP 3-3.d.   
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BMP 3-2.a:  Complete the storm drain system map showing the location of all outfalls. 
Measurable Goal:  Complete mapping by end of Year 1. 
Measurable Goal was met, see BMP 3-2.b. 
 

BMP 3-2.b:  Update the outfall map annually to include new facilities as appropriate. 
Measurable Goal:  Include updated map in the Annual Reports. 
Measurable Goal was met.  There were no changes to the outfall system, but the outfall map is 
included to meet the measurable goal.   
 

Notice of Violation 36 
Comment: The wording of the implementation plan for this BMP has lead some cities to 
interpret this BMP as a mapping of outfalls only and not cities internal storm drain 
systems.  The BMPs intent is listed as "Have accurate storm drain maps to help locate 
illicit discharges and/or dischargers." Only knowing where the outfalls are does not 
provide a city with the ability to help locate illicit discharges and/or dischargers. 
Response: The City of Seaside’s outfall maps are complete and contain both locations of 
outfalls and internal storm drain systems. The map is included in this Appendix. 

 

BMP 3-3.a:  Train inspection personnel and other municipal staff, and obtain resources 
necessary to inspect businesses. 
Measurable Goal:  Sufficient personnel trained and prepared to perform inspections 
beginning in Year Two. 
Measureable goal was met. MRWPCA conducts business inspections for the City of Seaside as 
outlined in BMP 3-3.b and no new staff members were hired in Year 3. The staff member at 
MRWPCA conducting the inspections, Gary Weier, was trained on May 22, 2007.   
 
 Notice of Violation 10 

Comment: Training BMPs 3-3.a, 3-4.b, 4-2.a, 4-3.a, 5-2.a, 6-1.a, 6-3.a, 6-7.g and 6-8.a 
Many of the MGs for training in the MRSWMP are "100% of appropriate staff trained ... 
" or "sufficient personnel trained ... " The reported information for these items in the Year 
2 Annual Report doesn©t contain enough information to determine if the MGs have been 
met... During the audits, ©some of the participating entities indicated they have some staff 
in need of training… Action: In future annual reports, correct the reporting violation by 
providing, for each training BMP, a table of all appropriate staff and positions for each 
participating entity. In the table, indicate, for each training staff attended during the 
permit term, the training name, topics covered, and the date training was attended. 
Update the table each year as part of the annual report submittal. This information is 
required to facilitate Water Board staff©s determination of compliance with the General 
Permit. Correct the implementation violation by providing training to all of the 
appropriate staff who have not received the required training. Demonstrate compliance 
with these BMPs in the next annual report. 
Response: There is a training table attached at the end of this Appendix provided as an 
example, all BMP’s are available upon request. For the example shown, original training 
was unsuccessful and therefore training will be completed on this topic in Year 4. 

 

BMP 3-3.b:  Using the inventory of businesses to be inspected and the inspection checklists 
contained on pages E-37 through E-77, prioritize the businesses to be inspected, and perform 
compliance inspections on these businesses to identify illicit connections and illegal 
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discharges.  Discharges to Environmentally Sensitive Areas, discharges to Areas of Special 
Biological Significance, restaurants/fast food chains, auto repair shops, and gas stations will 
receive top prioritization in scheduling these inspections. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of inventoried businesses inspected by the end of the permit term. 
Measurable Goal was met.  The City of Seaside prepared an inventory of businesses to be 
inspected to include food service facilities, auto repair shops and gas stations. The Monterey 
Regional Water Pollution Control Agency (MRWPCA) entered into a contractual agreement 
with the City of Seaside to perform these inspections.  In year two, 44 restaurants were 
inspected. 7 deficiencies were noted and corrected. This year a total of 44 businesses were 
inspected; 28 food service facilities, 3 gas stations, 11 vehicle service facilities, 1 auto body 
repair shop and 1 golf course. 9 businesses had deficiencies that required further action. 
 

As part of the correction action, these businesses received some combination of a DVD/VHS, 
BMP brochure or poster to be used by the establishment. In addition, they responded that the 
deficiency had been corrected.

 Notice of Violation 5 
Comment: For many of the BMP’s including 3-3.b, MRSWMP states the form or 
checklist provided will be used to document the activity. These forms are not being 
consistently used by all participating entities. Documentation needs to be kept on file for 
a minimum of 5 years and available to the public and the water board upon request. 
Response: The correct form for this BMP is being used by the City of Seaside, as found 
attached in this Appendix. A new filing system implemented in November 2009 will aid 
in keeping records available and accessible for 5 years. 

 

BMP 3-3.c:  Create hotline for public reporting of illicit connections. 
Measurable Goal:  See BMP 3-1.a 
Measurable Goal was met.  See BMP 3-1.a. 
 

BMP 3-3.d:  Using the protocol contained on pages E-78 through E-79 and E-95 through E-
98 of in Appendix E, take action as necessary to eliminate 100% of the illicit connections and 
illegal discharges that are identified in this year. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of all reports of illicit connections and illegal discharges investigated 
and report on outcome of each case in the form of “ closed” , “ ongoing enforcement” , or “ still 
investigating source” . 
Measurable Goal was met.  On 21 May 2009 a Code Enforcement Officer for the City of Seaside 
observed a contractor pressure washing the windows and walls of an establishment on Fremont 
Boulevard. He approached the man and told him to stop as he was in violation of the City’s 
Storm Water Ordinance. The Superintendent of Public Works was contacted and he explained 
the situation. The company would have to obtain a Discharge Permit from the wastewater 
authority, capture the water from any job being performed and dispose of it in the sanitary sewer 
system. In this instance, the washing was stopped prior to any water reaching the storm sewer.   
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No Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSO’s) have been included in this report since each was 
contained prior to it reaching the storm drain system. SSO’s are reported on a monthly basis to 
the State Water Resources Control Board.  
 

A “Summary of Enforcement Actions Taken to eliminate Illicit Connections and Illegal 
Discharges”  is included in this Appendix. 
 

BMP 3-3.e:  Perform source tracking of manholes in the Hot Spot areas listed on page E-199 
of Appendix E to determine source of pollutants. 
Measurable Goal:  Inspect 100% of confluent manholes in Hot Spot areas listed on page E-
199 annually, and carry out source tracking described on page E-82 as appropriate. 
Measurable Goal was met. All catch basins and inlets listed in the Hot Spot areas on page E-199 
of Appendix E were inspected; no source tracking was required. The checklist has been included 
in the Appendix under 6-10.b. 
 

BMP 3-4.a:  Using the guidance document and model ordinance, each Participating Entity 
will adopt a storm water ordinance. 
Measurable Goal:  Date ordinance implemented. 
Measurable Goal was met.  See BMP 4-1.a for further information.  
 
BMP 3-4.b:  Train appropriate staff on the adopted ordinance. 
Measurable Goal:  100 % of existing appropriate staff trained by Year 2, then all appropriate 
new employees every year after that. 
Measurable Goal was met. No new employees were hired since then. At the time of the mini-
audits, it was discovered that training may not have been as effective as desired. Staff will be 
determining who needs training again and pursuing that in Year 4. 
 

BMP 3-4.c:  Implement ordinance. 
Measurable Goal:  Date ordinance implemented. 
Measureable goal was met. The storm water ordinance was adopted on March 1, 2007 by 
Seaside Ordinance #959 and codified as Seaside Municipal Code Chapter 8.46, “Urban Storm 
Water Quality Management and Discharge Control.”  A copy can be found in the Appendix under 
BMP 5-1.a. 
 

BMP 3-5.a:  Using the inventory of RV parks and boat marinas and the inspection lists 
contained on pages E-119 through E-124, inspect each RV park and boat marina annually, 
and take action to correct any observed violations of the discharge ordinance. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of RV parks & boat marinas inspected annually 
Seaside has no RV Parks or boat marinas, so this BMP is not applicable.   
 

BMP 3-6.a:  Implement a permit boundary-wide education program addressing the negative 
effects on water quality through illegal discharges, improper waste disposal and other non-
storm water discharges.  
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities.

MCM 4:  CONSTRUCTION SITE STORM WATER RUNOFF 
CONTROL 

 
BMP 4-1.a:  Using the guidance document and model ordinance contained on pages E-84 
through E-98 and E-125 through E-131 of Appendix E, adopt a storm water ordinance revised 
to be specific to each entity’s needs through appropriate governing body procedures. 
Measurable Goal:  Date ordinance implemented. 
Measureable goal was met. The storm water ordinance was adopted on March 1, 2007 by 
Seaside Ordinance #959 and codified as Seaside Municipal Code Chapter 8.46, “Urban Storm 
Water Quality Management and Discharge Control.”  A copy can be found in the Appendix under 
BMP 5-1.a. 
 

BMP 4-2.a:  Train appropriate staff on the site plan and construction inspection procedures 
contained on pages E-125 through E-131 of Appendix E. 
Measurable Goal:  100 % of existing appropriate staff trained by Year 2, then all new 
appropriate employees every year after that. 
Measurable Goal was met.  100% of existing appropriate staff has been trained.  The City of 
Seaside©s Building Division staff attended refresher training on August 14, 2008 at the Monterey 
Regional Water Pollution Control Agency’s offices regarding site plan and inspection 
procedures. In addition to formal training settings, the Building Official provides in-house 
training to all Building Division staff that are involved with permit processing, plan review and 
inspection on an on-going basis. 
 

BMP 4-2.b:  Use the site plan review procedures contained on pages E-100 through E-103 and 
E-125 through E-131 of Appendix E when reviewing construction projects. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of construction site plans reviewed for compliance. 
Measurable Goal was met.  All projects that require building permits and construction plans are 
reviewed for compliance with the MRSWMP using the plan review procedures contained on 
pages E-100 through E-103 and E-125 through E-131 of Appendix E.  The Compliance 
Inspection Checklist is stapled to the approved construction plans in an effort to assist inspection 
staff in the field by assuring no items listed on the checklist are missed during the site inspection. 
100% of existing appropriate staff has been trained and 100% of applicable projects have been 
reviewed for compliance with the BMP. 
 

 Notice of Violation 45 
Comment: The MRSWMP outlines the plan check process for sites disturbing 1 acre or 
less that require a discretionary permit and for sites disturbing 1 or more acres. The 
MRSWMP doesn©t contain a form for participating entities to fill out but contains a 
listing of the plan check process for sites greater than 1 acre and 1 acre or less. The 
reporting information contained in the Year 2 Annual Report as well as the audit 
interviews indicate that there is confusion and disagreement between the participating 
entities on what is required under this BMP and what documentation must be kept. 
Response: After the audits the City of Seaside building division began using the attached 
form which is filled out. But upon further conversation with the MRSWMP group, and 
upon receipt of the Y2 Violation letter, starting in September 2009 we are using the 
attached sheet (not filled out) which clearly states and fulfills the requirements of this 
BMP. 
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BMP 4-3.a:  Train appropriate staff on the construction site inspection procedures.  Topics to 
be covered in this training will be the applicable portions of the materials contained on pages 
E-125 through E-136 of Appendix E, consisting of: 

1.  The Guidance Document for Policies and Procedures Pertaining to Construction Sites 
2.  Construction Site Plan Review and Inspection Procedures 
3.  Inspection Checklist for Construction Sites 

Measurable Goal:  100 % of existing appropriate staff trained by Year 2, then all new 
appropriate employees every year after that, with periodic refresher training provided. 
Measurable Goal was met.  The City of Seaside©s Building Division staff attended refresher 
training on August 14, 2008 at the Monterey Regional Water Pollution Control Agency’s offices 
regarding site plan and inspection procedures. In addition to formal training settings, the 
Building Official provides in-house training to all Building Division staff involved with permit 
processing, plan review and inspection on an on-going basis. 
 

BMP 4-3.b:  Using the procedures and checklists contained on pages E-127 through E-136, 
inspect the construction sites subject to the storm water ordinance and take appropriate action 
to have any observed violations corrected. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of construction sites subject to the storm water ordinance inspected 
in accordance with inspection frequencies listed on page E-129 and violations corrected. 
Measurable Goal was met.  100% of these construction sites were inspected in accordance with 
the inspection frequencies listed on page E-129 of Appendix E and violations corrected.  The 
Compliance Inspection Checklist is stapled to the approved construction plans in an effort to 
assist inspection staff in the field by assuring no items listed on the checklist are missed during 
the site inspection. There were only 44 residential and 7 commercial projects inspected this year 
due to the over-stressed economy. Sixteen (16) additional permits have been issued but without 
any work actually commencing during this reporting period. A Construction Site Inspection 
Summary, as well as copies of the Compliance Inspection Checklist showing fulfillment of this 
BMP, are included at the end of this Appendix. 
 

Notice of Violation 47 
Comment: The MRSWMP states site inspections will be documented using the 
Construction Site Inspection Checklist contained in Appendix E of the MRSWMP. The 
reporting information contained in the Year 2 Annual Report as well as the audit 
interviews indicate that there is confusion and disagreement between the participating 
entities on what is required under this BMP and what documentation must be kept. 
Response: The City of Seaside uses the Compliance Inspection Checklist for 
Construction Sites contained on Page E-132 in Appendix E of the MRSWMP for every 
building permit necessary. This has been done effectively by our building official. 
Sample forms are attached and available at City Hall for all building projects upon 
request. 

 

As seen on the checklists, there are no written deficiencies listed in the reports. All inspection 
staff is trained to discuss the BMP©s with the project manager (in most cases this is either a home 
owner or a general contractor) to assure compliance with the storm water control plan. Anything 
on a project that has the potential of not complying with the BMP©s is brought to the project 
manager©s attention immediately, therefore resulting in no written deficiencies or violations. 
Everything is resolved on the spot. 
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BMP 4-4.a:  Use procedures contained on pages E-30 through E-33 to facilitate the receipt of, 
and the response to, reports from the public of storm water pollution from construction sites. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of all reports of construction site storm water pollution investigated 
and report on outcome of each case in the form of “ closed” , “ ongoing enforcement” , or “ still 
investigating source” . 
Measurable Goal was met.  The City of Seaside©s Building Division staff uses the procedures 
contained on pages E-30 through E-33 of Appendix E of the MRSWMP to facilitate the receipt 
of, and respond to reports from the public regarding storm water pollution from construction 
sites.  During the current reporting period, no such reports were received  
 

Notice of Violation 49 
Comment: During the audit and conference calls, some of the participating entities 
indicated they didn©t have any reports of construction storm water pollution this year. 
BMP 4-4.a in the MRSWMP states that ALL reports will be logged and documented per 
the procedures on E-30 to E-33 of the MRSWMP.  
Response: The City of Seaside has not received any report of construction storm water 
pollution. If a report was received during business hours it would go from the County 
Communication Center to the Seaside Police Dispatch to the RMS front desk who would 
contact the Building Official, the Storm Water Coordinator and the City Engineer. The 
Storm Water coordinator and code enforcement would go to the site and follow 
procedures outlined on E-30 through E-33. If it is off-hours, the Count Communication 
Center would contact Seaside Police Dispatch who would contact the Public Works On-
Call who would go to the site and contact the City Engineer to inform him of the 
situation. The City Engineer in coordination with the Public Works On-Call would 
inspect and document according to Page E-33 as stated in the MRSWMP. 

 

BMP 4-4.b:  Twice per year at construction contractor professional meetings, present an 
educational program regarding prevention of storm water pollution from construction sites.  
The program will cover the four guiding principles for controlling runoff from construction 
sites, which are included in the BMP Guidance Series:   
·  Construction site planning 
·  Minimization of soil movement 
·  Capturing of Sediment 
·  Good housekeeping practices 
At these presentations handouts describing construction site permitting procedures and 
construction site BMPs will also be distributed.   
 

On March 25, 2009 the Management Committee hosted a Storm water construction and post 
construction workshop that was attended by contractors and municipal employees. 66 people 
attended. It was sponsored by CalTrans, organized by Regional Waterboard, and put on by URS 
Corp. and hosted by Pacific Grove. Mark McClain, the Building Official for the City of Seaside, 
attended the workshop.
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MCM 5:  POST-CONSTRUCTION STORM WATER 
MANAGEMENT IN NEW DEVELOPMENT AND 

REDEVLOPMENT 
 
BMP 5-1.a:  Adopt a storm water ordinance. 
Measurable Goal:  Date ordinance implemented. 
Measureable Goal was met.  The storm water ordinance was adopted on March 1, 2007 by 
Seaside Ordinance #959, also found in the Appendix, and codified as Seaside Municipal Code 
Chapter 8.46, “Urban Storm Water Quality Management and Discharge Control.”  
 

BMP 5-2.a:  Train appropriate staff on the plan review procedures contained on pages E-139 
through E-143 of Appendix E. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of existing appropriate staff trained by Year 2, then all new 
appropriate staff thereafter. 
Measureable goal was met since no new staff were hired in program year three. However, at the 
time of the mini-audits, it was discovered that training may not have been as effective as desired. 
Staff will be determining who needs training again and pursuing that in Year 4. 
 

BMP 5-2.b:  Using the plan review procedures contained on pages E-139 through E-143 of 
Appendix E, review 100% of project plans subject to the post-construction requirements of the 
storm water ordinance for compliance with this ordinance during design and construction. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of applicable site plans reviewed for compliance. 
This measureable goal was met. 100% of applicable site plans were reviewed for compliance.  
All permits requiring discretionary approvals were reviewed by the Public Works Engineering 
Department for storm water compliance.  Public Works staff provided guidance to applicants on 
Plan Review Comment sheets for building permit applications where additional requirements for 
storm water compliance were required. All permits requiring ministerial approvals were also 
reviewed by the Public Works Engineering Department for storm water compliance, yet the 
required text as conditions of approval stated in the BMP guidance series under the heading 
“Post-Construction BMP’s for Project Requiring Ministerial Approval”  (Page E-109) were not 
included. This is now being included for all permits as stated in the MRSWMP. 
 

BMP 5-3.a:  Use the BMP Guidance Series and site inspection checklists contained on pages 
E-104 through E-118 and E-144 through E-145 of Appendix E to inspect projects and/or 
require self-certification by owner following completion of construction. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of applicable sites inspected or self-certified by project owner. 
This measureable goal was not applicable. There was only one project with discretionary 
approval this Permit Year that required storm water retention. This project is still under 
construction and the storm water component has not been installed, and therefore has not 
triggered this requirement. It will be required to be self-certified once the project is complete. 
 

BMP 5-3.b: Enforce post-construction compliance with the storm water ordinance. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of identified post-construction ordinance violations taken to the 
enforcement process. 
This measureable goal was not applicable. This is a permit year four requirement.  Seaside will 
enforce post-construction compliance with the storm water ordinance during permit year four. 
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MCM 6:  POLLUTION PREVENTION/GOOD HOUSEKEEPING 
FOR MUNICIPAL OPERATIONS 

 
BMP 6-1.a:  Using the training outline and materials contained on pages F-22 through F-34 
of, train  municipal employees (including supervisors) on storm water pollution issues. 
Measurable Goal:  100 % of existing appropriate staff trained by Year 2, then all new 
employees every year after that.  Perform pre- and post-training testing. 
Measurable Goal was met because 100 percent of applicable staff was trained.  Training was 
performed in the first and second permit years.  An employee quiz was administered to judge 
effectiveness. 
 

The City of Seaside instituted a “Municipal Storm Water Pollution Prevention”  training program 
that focuses on the following: 

·  Good housekeeping & spill prevention 
·  Vehicle & equipment washing 
·  Vehicle & equipment maintenance 
·  Spill reporting & response 
·  Street maintenance 
·  Outdoor storage of materials & wastes 
·  Landscaping & lawn care 
 

As uncovered in the mini-audits, training may not have effectively reached all appropriate 
parties, therefore the City is currently reviewing applicable staff and will administer additional 
training during this permit year. 
 

BMP 6-2.a:  Promptly correct any hazardous materials inspection deficiencies reported by the 
County inspectors. 
Measurable Goal: 100% of noted deficiencies corrected within 30 days of notification by the 
County. 
Measurable Goal was met.  There were four deficiencies noted by the County inspector during 
his inspection on 1-13-09:  

1. Site map needed updating.  Engineering updated site map to correct deficiency. 
2. Bulk oil sheds needed labeling. Signs were installed as corrective action.  
3. Bulk oil shed needed to be cleaned out. The old shed was dismantled and a new shed 
was constructed.  
4.  Clean out fill to diesel and gasoline secondary. To correct this, Vehicle Maintenance 
staff pumped out secondary.  

 

Return to Compliance paperwork was faxed back to the County on 1-26-09, within the 30-day 
time requirement.  Included at the end of this Appendix are copies of Monterey County 
Hazardous Material Handler Inspection Checklist, Facility Certification of Return, updated site 
map, pictures of Bulk Oil Sheds labeled, picture of new Bulk Oil Shed being constructed, 
pictures of the diesel and gasoline secondary pumped out. 
 

BMP 6-3.a:  Train appropriate staff on  proper disposal of used motor oil and filters  
Measurable Goal:  100 % of existing appropriate staff trained by Year 2, then all new 
employees thereafter. 
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Measurable Goal was met.  On February 4, 2009 all vehicle maintenance staff was re-trained on 
proper disposal of used motor oil and oil filters.   Included at the end of this Appendix are the 
personnel training log. Information from page E-169 through E-174 of Appendix E was used as 
materials for training staff. 
  
BMP 6-3.b:  Use procedures contained on pages E-169 through E-174 of Appendix E for 
disposal of used motor oil and filters. 
Measurable Goal:  Summary of used motor oil disposal activities included in  Annual Reports.  
Measureable Goal was met.  Oil filters are crushed and stored in 55 gallon drums which are 
placed in secondary containment. The oil filter and drain oil are recycled by Evergreen 
Environmental Services (EPA CAD982413262). A copy of one manifest from Year 3 can be 
found attached. Due to the nature of the type of paper used for these manifests the forms are not 
very clear, especially when scanned. If the Regional Board would like direct copies of the 
manifests, that can be arranged upon request. 
 

Notice of Violation 62 
Comment: The MRSWMP outlines procedures for proper disposal of used motor oil and 
oil filters. The Year 2 Annual Report discusses that Evergreen Environmental Services is 
contracted for this work, but does not specify if the procedures outlined in the MRSWMP 
are followed. 
Response: MRSWMP outlines procedures for disposal of used motor oil and oil filters. 
The Year 2 Annual Report discusses that Evergreen Environmental Services is contracted 
for this work, but does not specify if the procedures outlined in MRSWMP are followed. 
Response: Oil filters are crushed and stored in 55 gallon drums in good condition, which 
are placed in secondary containment. All containers are kept closed except when oil is 
being added or removed. The oil filter and drain oil are recycled by Evergreen 
Environmental Services (EPA CAD982413262). A copy of one manifest from Year 2 and 
one from Year 3 can be found in the appendix.�

 

BMP 6-4.a: Train municipal staff to use the procedures contained on pages E-175 through E-
176 to properly manage landscape and lawn care activities. Offer training to other agencies 
such as school districts beginning in Year 3. 
Measurable Goal:  Measures to minimize irrigation runoff applied to 80% or more of the 
irrigation sites under the jurisdiction’s control. 
Measurable Goal was met.  Staff inspects all landscaped areas that have irrigation within the 
City. Staff uses procedures and forms contained on pages E-175 through E-176 of Appendix E of 
the MRSWMP to properly manage landscape irrigation to minimize the potential for storm water 
pollution.  Included in this Appendix is a sample inspection form used. 
 

 Notice of Violation 66 
Comment: The Year 2 Annual Report provides information on irrigation sites that were 
inspected per the MRSWMP. However, the report doesn©t indicate what percentage of 
sites the listed information represents.  
Response: This was to be address in future annual reports, and therefore it is addressed 
below: 

 

33 sites inspected/ 33 parks = 100% parks inspected 
27 irrigation sites working/ 27 irrigation sites total = 100% irrigation systems working 
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Note: 6 irrigation sites have been completely turned off since October 2007 due to water 
conservation by the City. These sites were inspected as required, but are not included in the 
calculation of irrigation sites working since they are turned off. 
 

BMP 6-4.b:  Perform spraying during times where rain is not predicted. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of spraying done when rain is not predicted. 
 

Measurable Goal was met.  Before scheduled spraying is performed, parks staff checks the 
NOAA weather website for possibility of rain. If any prediction of rain exists, staff will not 
perform any spraying. Included at the end of this Appendix are County of Monterey submitted 
spray reports with hand written notes stating there was no indication of rain post/prior 48 hrs. 
 

Notice of Violation 114 
Comment: During the audit, many of the staff performing landscape and lawn care 
maintenance indicated they were not trained on Integrated Pest Management (IPM) 
practices. The MRSWMP requires appropriate staff to be trained on IPM. There is no 
MG for 6-4.a regarding municipal staff training and training to other agencies. 
Response: Four members of the parks staff received IPM (Integrated Pest Management) 
and Lawn Care training 5/2007, and IPM and Landscape Irrigation training on 3/2008. If 
there is a change in the measurable goal regarding IPM training requirements, or the City 
is no longer in compliance, the City will train employees again if needed. 

 

BMP 6-5.a:  Use the procedures on pages E-177 through E-179 for proper disposal of 
swimming pool water. 
Measurable Goal:  Pool water dechlorinated and/or debrominated prior to discharge to storm 
drain system 100% of the time. 
Measurable Goal was met.  The only City-owned swimming pool discharges its filter backwash 
water to the sanitary sewer.  The pool has no hard-piped draining piping, and must be pumped 
out with portable pumps when is needs to be drained.  The pumped pool water will be discharged 
to the sanitary sewer whenever draining needs to be performed. Thus, there will be no pool water 
discharges to the storm drain system. 
 

BMP 6-6.a:  Conduct sweeping on a regular basis in accordance with the programs and plans 
contained on pages E-180 through E-196 of Appendix E. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of sweeping performed in accordance with the MS4’s Plan. 
Measurable Goal was met.  The City has a full-time sweeper operator with two street sweepers 
that conduct street sweeping within the City. In February 2009 the City changed to a four day 
work week for budget reasons, and therefore the sweeping schedule has slightly changed from 
the one shown on E-187 of the SWMP. A revised map is shown in this Appendix. The same 
streets at the same time intervals as shown on page E-180 of the MRSWMP are still being met, 
which is all streets two times per month. Since the same interval is being achieved, it is 
determined this measureable goal has been met. 
 

BMP 6-6.b:  Twice during the 5-year permit period, perform an analysis for pollutants of 
concern in material removed from streets by sweeping.   
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. 
 

BMP 6-7.a:  Provide designated area for all vehicle maintenance.  
Measurable Goal:  100% of MS4s have designated area for vehicle maintenance. 
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Measurable Goal was met.  The City performs all of its vehicle maintenance work at a 
designated vehicle maintenance facility (an enclosed garage) at the Corporation Yard. 
 

BMP 6-7.b:  Move maintenance and repair activities indoors or under a covered area 
whenever possible. 
Measurable Goal:  100% maintenance and repair activities moved indoors or covered area 
whenever possible. 
Measurable Goal was met.  As noted in the comments under BMP 6-7.a above, this Measurable 
Goal has been fulfilled. 
 

BMP 6-7.c:  Install separators in vehicle yards as necessary and required. 
Measurable Goal:  Oil separators added to yards as needed. 
Measurable Goal was met.   
 

 Notice of Violation 85 
Comment: In the Year 2 Annual Report, the City indicated it would be constructing a 
diversion at the fire station storm drain in order to comply with the procedures in the 
MRSWMP.  During the conference call, the City indicated that the project was completed 
during the fall of 2008. The facility now separates out the oils and greases and the 
remainder goes into a dry well. 
Response: Notice of completion for the storm water treatment and diversion system at the 
Seaside Fire station is attached in this Appendix.   

 

The Seaside vehicle yard already has separators installed. 
 

BMP 6-7d:  Stencil all storm drain inlets in corporation yard areas. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of storm drain inlets in corporate yard stenciled by end of Year 1, 
any new inlets created stenciled immediately after being built.  Stenciling redone in Year 5. 
This Measurable Goal is only required in Years 1 and 5.  All corporation yard drains were 
stenciled in Year 1.  No new inlets were installed. 
 

BMP 6-7.e:  Using the Vehicle Service Facilities Inspection Checklist contained on pages E-
71 through E-77, inspect the MS4’s vehicle maintenance facilities annually and correct any 
deficiencies noted. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of noted deficiencies corrected. 
Measurable Goal was met.  Using the vehicle service facilities inspection checklist contained on 
pages E-71 – E-77 of appendix E of the MRSWMP, staff inspected the MS4’s vehicle 
maintenance facilities on April 15, 2009.  Included at the end of this Appendix is a copy of the 
Compliance Inspection Checklist for Vehicle Service Facilities. 
 

 Notice of Violation 5 
Comment: For many of the BMP’s including 6-7.e, the MRSWMP specifically states the 
form or checklist provided in the MRSWMP will be used to document the activity. These 
forms are not being consistently used by all participating entities. Documentation needs 
to be kept on file as part of the records for a minimum of 5 years and available to the 
public and the water board upon request. 
Response: The correct form for this BMP is being used by the City of Seaside, as found 
attached in this Appendix. A new filing system implemented in November 2009 will aid 
in keeping records available and accessible for 5 years. 
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BMP 6-7.f:  Store materials and wastes under cover whenever possible. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of materials stored under cover whenever possible. 
Measurable Goal was met.  As noted in the information provided for BMPs 6-7.a, 6-7.b, and 6-
7.e, all automotive materials and wastes are either stored inside the Corporation Yard garage or 
in other covered areas nearby. 
 

BMP 6-7.g:  Train all employees repairing municipal vehicles on proper pollution prevention 
techniques. 
Measurable Goal:  This training is included in BMP 6-1.a. 
Measurable Goal was met under BMP 6-1.a.  See Comments under the Measurable Goal for 
BMP 6-1.a. 
 

BMP 6-8.a:  Training of municipal employees in proper vehicle washing techniques. 
Measurable Goal:  This training is included in BMP 6-1.a. 
Measurable Goal was met under BMP 6-1.a.  See Comments under the Measurable Goal for 
BMP 6-1.a. 
 

BMP 6-8.b: Using the vehicle washing portion of the Vehicle Service Facilities Inspection 
Checklist contained on pages E-75 through E-76, inspect the MS4’s vehicle washing facilities 
annually and correct any deficiencies noted. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of noted deficiencies corrected. 
Measurable Goal was met.  Using the vehicle washing portion of the vehicle service facilities 
inspection checklist contained on pages E-75 – E-76 of Appendix E of the MRSWMP, staff 
inspected the MS4’s vehicle washing facilities on April 14, 2009.  These facilities are used for 
washing of larger equipment. Included at the end of this Appendix is a copy of the Compliance 
Inspection Checklist for Vehicle Washing Facilities.  
 

 Notice of Violation 5 
Comment: For many of the BMP’s including 3-3.b, the MRSWMP specifically states the 
form or checklist provided in the MRSWMP will be used to document the activity. These 
forms are not being consistently used by all participating entities. Documentation needs 
to be kept on file as part of the records for a minimum of 5 years and available to the 
public and the water board upon request. 
Response: The correct form for this BMP is being used by the City of Seaside, as found 
attached in this Appendix. A new filing system implemented in November 2009 will aid 
in keeping records available and accessible for 5 years. 

 

About 95% of municipal vehicles are washed off site at Del Rey Car Wash at 810 Canyon Del 
Rey Blvd, a facility that recycles its water. This facility is inspected by the County 
Environmental Health department, and copies of the report can be found in this Appendix. This 
facility resides in Del Rey Oaks who has committed to inspect it in Permit Year 4. The City of 
Seaside will obtain documentation of the inspection once it is completed. 

 

Notice of Violation 116 
Comment: During the audit, several participating entities indicate they outsource their 
vehicle maintenance or vehicle washing to local businesses. For the MRSWMP to be 
effective, BMPs need to be in place regardless of whether or not the activities are done 
in-house or by an outside vendor. Action: Verify the businesses used for washing and 
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maintaining participating entities vehicles are on the list of businesses to be inspected. If 
there are missing businesses, revise the MRSWMP to include them. 
Response: The facility used by the City of Seaside, Del Rey Car Wash, is included in the 
City of Del Rey Oaks business inspections list on Page E-57 under automotive repair 
shops and gas stations. 
 

BMP 6-9.a:  Require bridge and street maintenance contractors to regularly sweep 
construction zones and to keep paint and other construction materials out of the storm drain 
system. (Perform additional sweeping in conjunction with street and bridge maintenance work 
that is performed in-house). 
Measurable Goal:  100% of bridge and street maintenance contracts contain these 
requirements, and in-house maintenance projects swept on a frequent basis to keep pollutants 
out of the storm drain system. 
Measurable Goal was not met.  There were only two projects this Permit Year where street 
maintenance was done.  One was the City’s Pavement Rehabilitation project, which included the 
language provided at the end of this Appendix in its bid documents. One project, the Del Monte 
Pavement Rehabilitation missed these specific requirements in the contract. All of our projects 
do however require contractors to follow the Cal Trans Standard Plans and Specifications, and 
specifically section 7-1.01G Water Pollution which has some requirements for storm water, but 
none to specifically ‘sweep project on a frequent basis’ . Therefore, now in this City’s standard 
Contract Specification template used by all employees who create contracts, there will be a new 
section stating the following: 

 

“WATER POLLUTION. -Attention is directed to the provisions in Section 7-1.01 G Water 
Pollution of the Standard Specifications.  The contract shall submit a program to control 
water pollution to the Engineer for acceptance. It shall include additional provisions for the 
contractor to sweep construction zones on a frequent basis to keep pollutants out of the 
storm drain system. 

 

 Notice of Violation 86 
Comment: In the Year 2 Annual Report either no information was provided or the 
information wasn©t sufficient to determine if bridge and street maintenance contracts 
contain requirements for regular sweeping of construction zones. In the conference calls, 
the parties discussed that most participating entities had vague contract language that 
didn©t specifically mention sweeping as is required by the MRSWMP.  
Response: See above language to be added to the City’s standard Contract Specification, 
and will be in a new section used for all street and bridge maintenance. 

 

All street repairs performed in-house incorporate frequent sweeping. 
 

BMP 6-10.a:  Stencil catch basins and inlets as needed as prevention measure. 
Measurable Goal:  Stenciling is covered under BMP 2-2.c. 
Measurable Goal met.  Covered under BMP 2-2.c. 
 

BMP 6-10.b:  Inspect catch basins and inlets in the designated “ hot spots”  listed on page E-
199 of Appendix E annually prior to rainy season, and clean as necessary. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of “ hot spot”  catch basins and inlets inspected, and cleaned as 
necessary, each year prior to start of rainy season. 
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Measurable Goal was met. A two member crew inspects and cleans every catch basin on an 
annual basis before the rainy season. Hot Spot catch basins with 2 inches or more of debris are 
cleaned. Work was completed on 10/14/08, see supporting documentation attached. 

 

BMP 6-10.c: Clean and repair catch basins, inlets and piping as identified through inspections 
prior to November 1st annually. 
Measurable Goal:  By November 1st annually, address cleaning and repair needs of 
prioritized catch basins, inlets & piping as identified during inspections. 
Measurable Goal was met. A two member crew inspects and cleans every catch basin on an 
annual basis before the rainy season. Hot Spot catch basins with 2 inches or more of debris are 
cleaned. Work was completed on 10/14/08. A total of 41.95 tons of debris was removed from the 
system, see attached. Also find a description of the Storm Drain System Inspection and 
Maintenance procedures. 
 

 Notice of Violation 87 
Comment: The Year 2 Annual Report contains a wide variety of information from each 
participating entity for BMPs 6-1.b through 6-10.e and does not clearly report the status 
of compliance with permit conditions. 
Response: It is believed that the City is in compliance with the BMP and Measureable 
Goals. If this is not the case, please elaborate on requirements which are not clearly met. 

 
BMP 6-10.d:  Re-inspect identified problem areas of debris accumulation during wet season 
Measurable Goal:  Re-inspect 100% of problem areas 
Measurable Goal was met.  As part of our normal routine during the wet season, 4 to 5 staff 
members clean the tops of every inlet during rain and after the rains have stopped. This keeps 
debris out of the storm drain and helps to mitigate flooding. No records are kept in regards to 
each individual drain because there are over 700. Staff instead documents their time on daily 
email for time cards stating they were cleaning storm drains.  Included in this Appendix are 
copies of daily time entry from staff tracking the cleaning of storm drains during the wet season. 
 
BMP 6-10.e:  Keep documentation of inspections and cleanings. 
Measurable Goal:  Documentation kept on file. 
Measurable Goal was met.  See the Comments under BMPs 6-10.b, c, and d above. 
 
BMP 6-10.f:  Twice during the 5-year permit period, perform an analysis for pollutants of 
concern in material removed from catch basins by cleaning.   
This BMP is carried out by the Group and there are no individual permittee responsibilities. 
 

BMP 6-11.a:  Regularly inspect and clean trash enclosures. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of trash enclosures inspected per program described on page E-181 
of Appendix E. 
Measurable Goal was not met.   
 

Notice of Violation 95 
Comment: The Year 2 Annual Report provides no information regarding how often City 
parks are inspected. This failure to adequately report the status of compliance with permit 
conditions is a violation of General Permit Section F.1.a. During the conference calls, the 
City indicated the parks are inspected once a week by Hope Services. The MRSWMP 
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indicates that municipal parks are to be inspected daily. This failure to implement the 
MRSWMP is a violation of General Permit Section D.1 
Response: Required daily inspection is not feasible. We have achieved inspection and 
cleaning three times per week. City staff on Mondays and Thursdays of each week, 
empties, inspects and re-lines all trash enclosure located within parks and other City 
common areas and cleans of accumulated debris. Hope Services cleans each park once 
per week. Hope Services weekly reports for a one month period are included in this 
Appendix. The City of Seaside has 33 parks, and many other municipal facilities and 
does not have the ability to clean and inspect all every day. Instead they are 
cleaned/inspected before and after peak trash time (weekends) to maximize trash cleanup. 
 

Notice of Violation 91 
Comment: The MRSWMP states that parks that exhibit high levels of littering (more than 
ten pounds per day per acre) are to install trash intercepting devices in the storm drain 
catch basins. There is no information in the Year 2 Annual Report indicating if this 
requirement has been met. 
Response: On park inspection sheets there will be added a place for the inspector to mark 
yes or no regarding the following statement: “Does the park exhibit a high volume of 
trash? Is it in excess of 10 pounds per acre per day?”  

 

BMP 6-11.b: Regularly inspect and clean parks. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of trash enclosures inspected per program described on page E-181 
of Appendix E. 
Measurable Goal was not met. The part of the measurable goal regarding new trash enclosures 
was met, yet no new trash enclosures were installed.

·  What parameters are used by field crews to determine when inlets and catch 
basins have become 40% full of accumulated trash, or  debr is is more than four  
inches deep, so that they can be cleaned as needed to meet this minimum standard 

·  What is done to ensure that catch basins and inlets are stenciled and re-stenciled 
as necessary 

·  What procedures are in place to ensure that inspections are conducted more 
frequently dur ing the wet season for  problem areas where sediment or  trash 
accumulates more often.  

The inside of every storm drain box culvert is inspected and cleaned within the City of Seaside 
once a year. If the crew sees that there are more than a few inches of sand in the pipe leading into 
the storm drain box, the crew will flush and vacuum the line. If they continue to get sand, rocks, 
etc…they will video the line to see if the pipe has any deficiencies in it. The City of Seaside does 
not have a numbering system for each storm drain box, but the crews do carry a map and check 
the boxes off the map as they are cleaned. Ms. Sidenstecker (the MRSWMP Stenciling 
Coordinator) goes around with groups of volunteers and stencils the storm drain inlets as needed. 
Prior to rain, during rains and after rains, the city has two to three crews that go around every 
storm drain inlet and clean the debris off the tops of the storm drains, to keep the debris out of 
the drains and also to allow the water to flow in with out backing up and causing flooding.
