Addendum to the Year  2 Annual Repor t 
(2007 – 2008) 

 
This Addendum to the City’s Year 2 Annual Report responds to those comments from the RWQCB’s letter, 
which were to be responded to via an Addendum to the Year 2 Annual Report.   
 

1. Comment No. 40:  This comment asks for an analysis of whether or not the City’s storm water 
ordinances are as protective of water quality without the BMP Guidance Series as the ordinances would 
be if the City had adopted the BMP Guidance Series.  The City’s storm water ordinances were adopted 
long before the MRSWMP, which contains the BMP Guidance Series, was prepared.  As reported in the 
City’s Year 3 Annual Report, due to conflicts with requirements imposed by the California Coastal 
Commission through the City’s Local Coastal Plan, it was not feasible for the City to adopt the Model 
Ordinance contained in the MRSWMP.  For those same reasons, it was not feasible to modify the City’s 
existing storm water ordinances to include the BMP Guidance Series.  However, from the date the 
City’s Storm Water Management Program was approved by the RWQCB, the City has used the BMP 
Guidance Series to guide its interpretation and enforcement of the provisions of MCMs 4 and 5, to 
which the BMP Guidance Series applies.  Consequently, even though there is no formal reference to the 
BMP Guidance Series in the City’s ordinances, it is applied to projects as though there were such 
reference, and therefore the City concludes that its ordinances are equally protective of water quality as 
they would be if the City had adopted the BMP Guidance Series.  Furthermore, on November 3, 2009 
the City Council formalized its use of the BMP Guidance Series by adopting them as official City 
policies as they pertain to storm water pollution prevention from construction sites and from new 
development and redevelopment projects. A copy of the Resolution adopted by the City Council on 
November 3, 2009 is attached. 

 
2. Comment No. 86:  This comment asks for a plan to ensure that bridge and street maintenance projects 

include requirements for the contractor to regularly sweep the work area to prevent storm water 
pollution from construction-related debris.  The City contracts out all such work, and does not perform 
this type of work in-house.  In Year 3 the City began including language containing sweeping 
requirements in its bid documents for these projects.  A copy of this language was included at the end 
of the Year 3 Annual Report. 

 
3. Comment No. 87:  This comment asks for a statement regarding compliance with the requirements of 

BMPs 6-10.b through 6-10.e pertaining to catch basin cleaning, inspection, and repair.  The City 
believes that the information contained in its Year 3 Annual Report pertaining to each of these BMPs 
clearly indicates that the City believes it was in full compliance with each of these BMPs during Year 3. 
 Similar information contained in its Year 2 Annual Report also indicates, with the exception of 
reporting the quantity of waste collected from cleaning activities, that compliance with these BMPs was 
achieved in Year 2. 

 
4. Comment No. 91:  This comment asks for a statement regarding compliance with the requirement of 

BMP 6-11.b pertaining to parks having high levels of littering.  Periodic inspections of trash cans in the 
parks are performed to get an estimate of the amount of trash that is being generated. As a result of 
these inspections and the City staff’ s general knowledge of the trash history in the City’s parks, it has 
been concluded that none of them reach the 10 pounds of trash per acre per day threshold which 
categorizes a park as having a high level of littering, as mentioned page E-181 of the MRSWMP.

ADDENDUM TO THE YEAR TWO ANNUAL REPORT 
(2007 – 2008) 

 
This addendum is being provided in response to the comments by the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control 
Board (RWQCB) staff dated September 14, 2009.  Many of these responses were also provided as a part of the Year 
Three (2008/2009) annual report and are repeated here to provide a consolidated specific response to the requests for 
an addendum to the Year Two annual report.  This addendum will address those comments that apply specifically to 
Monterey and to those “All Entity”  comments that would include Monterey. 
 
Comments 17, 20, 22, 25 and 26: 
These comments will be answered as a Group response.  However, in response to comment 25 and responses to the 
public comments pertaining to the City of Monterey made at the Year Two Workshop, we have the following 
responses. 
Ms. Lorna Moffat made the following remarks: 

1. Ms. Moffat feels that pesticide pollution is being ignored by the City.  The City of Monterey is not ignoring 
this issue.  Per the Year Three Annual Report, the usage of herbicides has decreased from 24 gallons used 
in2006 to 8 gallons in 2008. 

2. Ms. Moffat stated that we spray close to rainfall events.  Monterey’s practice has been to spray when there is 
less than a 40% chance of rain, but never if rain is eminent or in contravention of the manufacturer’s 
instructions. 

3. Ms. Moffat stated that the City is not following IPM procedures.  This isn’ t true.  The City of Monterey has 
an extensive IPM policy that is reviewed by the City Council on an annual basis.  The City is following IPM 
practices.  We believe that Ms. Moffat’ s goal is to have a complete cessation from using herbicides and 
pesticides.  While this is a worthy goal, we still need to use these products in certain situations such as in 
roadway medians where worker safety needs to be considered.  In addition, IPM includes the usage of some 
chemicals. 

4. Ms. Moffat stated that products such as Roundup and Surflon are running off into the Monterey Bay.  There 
was no evidence, other than photographs of areas that had apparently been sprayed with herbicides to back 
her allegations.  The fact that there is dead foliage near a drainage course doesn’ t mean that the herbicide 
made its way to a water body.  As explained herein, we only spray when there is less than a 40% chance of 
rain and never when we believe rain will fall before the time recommended by the manufacturer.  In 
addition, we have significantly curtailed our use of herbicides over the years and since the photos that Ms. 
Moffatt took. 

5. Ms. Moffatt claimed that the City denied we were using pesticides when in fact we were.  We don’ t know 
what Ms. Moffatt is referring to.  The City has never denied that it uses pesticides and in fact we regularly 
files reports stated such. 

6. Ms. Moffatt requested that the City stop spraying herbicides and pesticides and for us to revise our 
practices to achieve this objective.  We have significantly reduced our usage of all chemicals over the term 
of this NPDES permit and we will continue to look for opportunities to further reduce our usage.  However, 
we will need to use herbicides and pesticides under certain situations. 
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Comment 30: 
There were statements made in the September 14, 2009 notice of violation letter that was sent to the member entities 
with regard to source tracking efforts in the Cannery Row area with regard to two businesses, Casa de Amigos, the 
Monterey Animal Hospital and Willy’s Smokehouse.  These statements were contained in comment number 30.  
This statement misrepresents what was stated in the 2008 Annual Report.  The following is the summary statement 
from the relevant section of this report:  

 
  
 
 
 
 
 

Furthermore, subsequent investigations categorically eliminated the interior plumbing of Casa de Amigos and the 
Monterey Animal Hospital.  Additional source does and will be performed in the future to determine the source of 
the pollutants in this drainage.  The owners of Willy’s Smokehouse were contacted and told to instruct their 
employees in the proper methods for cleaning their trash bins.  Since this happened, Willy’s Smokehouse is no 
longer in business. 
 
Comment 33: 
This comment will be answered as a Group response. 
 
Comment 49: 
This comment, which was directed to all of the member entities, states that we do not have a system for tracking 
construction site pollution reports.  This is not true with regard to Monterey.  Monterey tracks all reports of 
illicit/illegal discharges whether they prove to be valid or not. 
 
Comment 62: 
Oil filters are crushed and then stored in 55 gallon drums which are placed in a secondary containment structure.  
The filters as well as the drain oil are then recycled by Evergreen Environmental Services (Evergreen).  Evergreen 
operates under EPA permit CAD982413262.  This is a partial response to comment 62 in the September 14, 2009 
Notice of Violation letter.  See the Group response for further elaboration. 
 
Comment 82: 
The City of Monterey’s automotive repair facility is located within the City’s Corporation Yard which also houses 
the storm drain, sewer and street maintenance functions.  The catch basins within the Corporation Yard are regularly 
cleaned. 
 
The section of the “Compliance Inspection Checklist for Vehicle Service Facilities”  form entitled “Actions Taken 
Following Inspection”  was not completely filled out because there were no deficiencies.  The form is ambiguous in 
this respect because answering “No” might imply that there were deficiencies and nothing was done whereas 
answering “Yes”  might imply that some action was taken when in fact none was taken because there were no 
deficiencies.  The bottom line is that there were no deficiencies noted and therefore, no follow-on Action was 
needed. 
 
Comment 86: 
Last year, the City’s standard specifications for these types of activities went far beyond just requiring sweeping.  
However, given the level of criticism that we received about our standard wording, we have amended our 
specifications to require sweeping.  
 
Comment 87: 
Per the Notice of Violation dated September 14, 2009, comment number 87, there was a criticism that we were not 
clearly reporting the status of compliance with regard to MCM 6-10.b through 6-10.e.  For year two and now year 
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three, we believe that we are clearly stating the status of compliance.  Furthermore, although the MRSWMP is 
ambiguous when it comes to definitions of terms such as “high priority”  (reference E-197 and 198), we have taken 
the initiative to remove the ambiguities.  So as you review the Year Three annual report and reports in the future, we 
will be using this definition unless the Regional Board differs and we can arrive at a different definition.  By “high 
priority”  we define these areas to be the downtown business district including all of Munras Avenue and Abrego 
Street and the entire length of North Fremont.  The downtown business district has the following boundaries and 
includes both sides of these streets: Del Monte Avenue from Camino El Estero to Pacific; Pacific from Del Monte 
Avenue to Hartnell/ Madison; Hartnell from Pacific to Webster; Webster from Hartnell Camino El Estero and 
Camino El Estero from Webster to Del Monte Avenue.  Please note that in the past, including year three, with this 
ambiguity we have interpreted “high-priority”  to be synonymous with “hot-spot” . 
 
For convenience, below is the summary page from the Year Two Annual Report stating the status of each of BMPs 
6-.b through e: 
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Comment 91: 
Comment number 91 in the September 14, 2009 Notice of Violation states that there is no information in the year 
two annual report indicating that the requirement to install trash intercepting devices in storm drains serving parks 
where there is an accumulation of trash exceeding ten pounds per day per acre.  Page E-181 of the MRSWMP 
requires daily inspection of parks and that is our standard.  The most heavily used park in Monterey is Monterey Bay 
Park.  It has an area of approximately 6.4 acres.  That would mean that there would have to be 64 pounds of litter 
picked up every day.  Our Parks and Maintenance Superintendent estimates the average trash pickup to be around 2 
pounds per day.  The Monterey “standard”  is for our crews to pick up trash right away.  And multiple employees 
may pass through any given park each day picking up trash as they notice it.  So it isn’ t possible to get an accurate 
count of the number of pounds of trash that are picked up.  The bottom line, and we believe this was shown during 
the audits by both the Regional Board staff as well as with the USEPA, is that our parks are kept extremely clean.

The Year 2 Annual Report had missing from it the references to construction site 
stormwater runoff control BMPs, however, the summary table supplied did contain 
information on the quantity of erosion  and sediment control  plans reviewed but didn’ t 
contain enough information to determine if the MGs were met. 
 
Staff was trained only on erosion and sediment plan review.  The target to complete full 
storm water plan review and documentation training (per MRSWMP guidelines) is on 
or before December 31, 2009 for all plan review staff. 

 
46 

Water Board staff could not find any information relative to training of appropriate 
staff on the construction site inspection procedures in the Year 2 Annual Report. 
 
As noted in the Y3 Annual Report: 
 

Measurable Goal had been met, however, for grading inspection staff only.  Training 
was provided near the end of Year 1. 100% of appropriate staff, grading inspection 
staff, were trained, and no new grading inspection staff have been added.  Certain staff 
attended refresher training in 2008.  Documentation of the continuing education for 
these staff is included in Supporting Materials under 
4-2.a 
 

As of July 2009, there was a restructuring of the Building Services Inspection staff.  
Inspection staff has been reconfigured so that both grading and building inspectors are 
now referred to as ‘combo-inspectors’  and are required to provide both building and 
grading inspections.  As part of the reconfiguration, all staff will have to be cross-
trained in building, grading and stormwater inspection procedures in accordance with 
the MRSWMP.  The target date for completion of cross-training is on or before 
December 31, 2009. 

 
49 

The Year 2 Annual Report does not contain sufficient information to determine if this 
BMP is being implemented.  The MRSWMP states the ALL reports will be logged and 
documented per procedures in the MRSWMP. 
 

Staff responds to all complaints with regard to construction sites.  The target for 
incorporating the correct reporting documentation (per MRSWMP guidelines) will be 
on or before December 31, 2009. 
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59 

In the Year 2 Annual Report, Water Board staff could not find any information relative 
to training appropriate staff, and implementation of proper disposal, of used motor oil 
and oil filters. 
 
Although it is believed this training was provided as a part of the ‘general’  training that 
all received initially, no defined training per the MRSWMP was provided.  Specific 
training has now been provided and the training program visual presentation is attached 
(it is much nicer in .pdf than Word format), as well as a roster of the staff trained (See 
Appendix A).  A few staff who were not at work on the training day, will be trained in a 
subsequent session(s). 

 
63 

In the Year 2 Annual Report, Water Board staff could not find any information on the 
proper disposal of used motor oil and oil filters.  No summary of disposal activities was 
included. 
 
A summary of the disposal activities are included w/this Addendum.  Please see 
Appendix B for the summary as well as copies of relative/relevant invoices. 

 
70 

In the Year 2 Annual Report it was indicated that this BMP was not applicable to the 
County.  During the conference call it was noted that the library in Castroville may 
have an irrigation system that is within the MRSWMP area. 
 
As noted in Year 3 Annual Report: 
 
In prior permit years this BMP was not considered to apply to County operations.  
However, it has been determined that we do need to implement this BMP.  There are 
about 200 properties that the County either owns or leases.  There were found to be 
County properties (including the library/District 2 Supervisor’s office property in 
Castroville ) w/in the urbanized areas.  These properties will be reviewed/visited to 
determine which of them actually meet the criteria for inclusion under this BMP.  (See 
Appendix C for a list of the properties.)  With respect to the Castroville site, there is no 
written documentation of preventive maintenance and scheduled inspections.  However, 
in March we started an irrigation regimen there by checking each station of the 
landscape areas by turning them on manually to make sure the system was working 
properly.  Follow-up monitoring of the irrigation system was performed in the 
May/June 2009 timeframe to insure over-watering was not occurring.  The irrigation 
system was recently turned off (October 2009) for conservation during the wet season.   
For the current season beginning October 1, 2009, preventive maintenance will be 
documented (sample form also in the above referenced Appendix C). 
 
Although the County grounds personnel are well versed in the management of 
landscape activities, training as set forth in the procedures on pages E-175 and -176 has 
not occurred.  Appropriate staff requiring training will be determined with those 
employees receiving the subject training. 
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79 
The Year 2 Annual Report provides no information to determine if the sweeping MG is 
performed in accordance with the MRSWMP.  Supplementary information provided by 
the County indicated the miles of road swept and amount of debris collected only. 
 
The County’s street sweeping program is in need of review and updating.  It is our 
understanding that the current sweeping program as outlined in the MRSWMP was 
implemented in Year 1.  However, organizational changes, among other factors, have 
seen the sweeping program deviate from the MRSWMP program.  We will be fully 
reviewing our sweeping program and providing a suggested revision to this BMP. 
 

86 
In the Year 2 Annual Report, all the participating entities provided no, or insufficient 
information to determine if bridge and street maintenance contracts contain 
requirements for regular sweeping of construction zones.  The County did present a 
section of a bid document that had a line in the cost control to ensure the contractor 
had dollars allocated to sweeping. 
 
During the conference call discussion it was reported that the participating entities 
either didn’ t do much in-house bridge or street maintenance work or that no formal 
procedure was in place to ensure projects are swept on a frequent basis.  The County 
indicated that a road manual developed for FishNet 4C provides sweeping information. 
 
FishNet 4C is a five county affiliation/consortium to come up w/BMPs to mitigate 
sediment loads to watersheds from dirt roads on salmonid and steelhead fisheries.  Our 
maintenance crews practice the principles of FishNet 4C to implement the practices and 
prohibit sediment transport.  However, these apply to dirt roads only.  Road drainage, 
culverts, erosion control, sediment management, water management and stream bank 
protection are what the BMPs are written for.  The website for further information:  
www.fishnet4c.org  
 
As noted in the Y3 Annual Report: 
 
The County of Monterey is incorporating “sweeping”  language into its contracts.  The 
following language or its equivalent is included in its contracts, and will apply to in-
house work as well. 
 
“As a part of complying with the requirement that no mud, soil, sediment, concrete 
washout, trash, or other types of construction-related materials will be allowed to enter 
into the City’s storm water system and related natural resources, all private streets and 
driveways and nearby public rights of way will be swept by the Contractor at the end of 
each work day, or more often if circumstances warrant it, and the sweepings properly 
disposed of to ensure that such materials from the construction site do not enter the 
City’s storm drainage system.”  

87 
The Year 2 Annual Report contains a wide variety of information from each 
participating entity for BMPs 6-10b through 6-10e but does not clearly report on the 
status of compliance with permit conditions. 
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As reported in the Y3 Annual Report (BMP 6-10.c), the County of Monterey does 
inspect, clean and repair its catch basins.  We are considering utilizing a new form to 
capture the needed information.  That form as well as County records of culvert, catch 
basin inspection and maintenance are included in the Y3 Annual Report Supporting 
Materials. 

 
91 

The MRSWMP states that parks that exhibit high levels of littering (more that ten 
pounds/day/acre) are to install intercepting devices in the storm drain basins.  No 
information was presented in the Year 2 Annual Report indicating if this requirement 
has been met. 
 
There are no parks (open to the general public) within the urbanized areas of the County 
of Monterey of Monterey.  However, parks could in the future be developed as a 
condition of subdividing the property, and if that should occur, this BMP will be 
revisited to determine if it is applicable. 

 
93 

The Year 2 Annual Report, as well as supplementary information provided by the 
County, did not provide information for/on inspection and cleaning of trash enclosures 
and parks.  During the calls, the County indicated they do not have any parks within 
the Monterey Regional coverage area. 
 
As noted in the Year 3 Annual Report: 
 
The only ‘park’  w/in the urbanized areas of the County is Manzanita Park. The park has 
never been officially opened for public use.  Gates are only open when the North 
County Youth Association (NCYA) has activities scheduled.  The NCYA Concession 
Agreement is primarily for the construction and maintenance of ball fields and a BMX 
track (Manzanita County Park Spor ts Complex Concession Agreement, Appendix 
D).   
 
Four (4) live-on volunteers perform regular trash collection, litter control, restroom 
maintenance, light grounds maintenance and security.  The volunteers are trained in all 
aspects of the parks infrastructure and the park is under the direct supervision of a 
veteran building and grounds worker that has worked at Manzanita for 15 years. 
 
The volunteer staff do not use chemicals.  The park rangers will occasionally spray 
Pampas Grass as it is found.  They will be informed of the need to not spray if rain is 
expected within 24 hours of the time when they intend to spray.  Pampas Grass is an 
aggressive non-native weed.  Most of the Pampas Grass has been eradicated by hand 
work. 
 
As a standard operating procedure, all trash enclosures at County of Monterey 
municipal facilities are inspected per the specified program.

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MANZANITA COUNTY PARK 
 

SPORTS COMPLEX CONCESSION AGREEMENT 
 
 

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between the County of Monterey, hereinafter 
called "County", and North County Youth Recreation Association, hereinafter called 
"Association". 
 
Whereas, County is the owner in fee of Manzanita County Park, located in North Monterey 
County, near Prunedale California, described in Exhibit "A" – Premises, attached hereto and made 
a part of this Agreement by reference, and; 
 
Whereas, Association desires to renew Manzanita County Park Concession Agreement No. A-
3284, as amended, for purposes of continuing to develop, operate and maintain a youth sports 
complex at Manzanita County Park for the use and enjoyment of the general public, particularly 
the youth, who reside in the unincorporated area of North Monterey County, and; 
 
Whereas, the County agrees to renew said concession agreement with revisions, and; 
 
Whereas, Association agrees that said revised concession agreement is for the betterment and 
mutual benefit of both the County and Association, and; 
 
Whereas, the following definitions and terms shall be interpreted to have the following meaning 
and intent: 
 
1. COUNTY: 
 

The County of Monterey.  Also, any of its authorized departmental representatives acting 
on behalf of the County and within the scope of their duties. 
 

2. BOARD OF SUPERVISORS: 
 
 The Board of Supervisors of the County of Monterey. 
 
3. ASSOCIATION: 
 
 North Monterey County Youth Recreation Association, acting either directly or through 

properly authorized agents, such agents acting within the scope of the particular duties 
entrusted to them. 

 
4. DIRECTOR: 
 
 The Director of Parks, County of Monterey, acting either directly or through properly 

authorized agents, such agents acting within the scope of the particular duties entrusted to 
them. 

 
5. PARK VOLUNTEERS: 
 
 Individuals working for the County of Monterey Parks Department, under the 

direction of the Director, or his authorized representatives. 
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6. AGREEMENT DOCUMENTS: 
 
 Concession agreements, exhibits, memorandum of understandings, amendments, 

and addenda to any of the above. 
 
7. PROPERTY: 
 
 Manzanita County Park, County of Monterey. 
 
8. PREMISES: 
  
 A portion of Manzanita County Park over which the Association has development, 

maintenance and operation responsibilities and described in Exhibit "B", attached hereto. 
 
9. PROJECT: 
 
 Includes development, construction, and/or installation of new facilities that have been 

approved by the County.  Also includes projects on existing facilities that improves, 
rehabilitates, renovates, or restores the quality or function of such property and has been 
approved by the County. 

 
Now therefore, the County and Association agree as follows: 
 
 
ARTICLE I  – CONCESSION PREMISES 
 
SECTION 1 – PREMISES 
 
A. County hereby rents to Association, a portion of all the Property, that portion located within 

the concession area boundary, more particularly described in Exhibit "B" – Premises, attached 
hereto and made a part of this Agreement by reference. 

 
B. The concession area boundary, as delineated on Exhibit "B" – Premises, is approximate and 

only intended to delineate construction and management limits by Association. 
 
SECTION 2 – WARRANTY OF TITLE 
 
A. County warrants that it has fee simple title to the Premises and that such Premises are free 

and clear of all claims. 
 

B. County and Association agree that this Agreement shall in no way limit County©s right to 
develop other recreational facilities and other compatible uses at any time within the 
property and/or adjacent to the Premises. 

 
SECTION 3 – QUIET ENJOYMENT 
 
Association, paying the rent and performing and observing the terms and conditions, may 
peaceably hold and enjoy the Premises during the term hereof. 
 
 
ARTICLE I I  – CONCESSION AGREEMENT TERM AND RENT 
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SECTION 1 – AGREEMENT TERM 
 
The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of ten (10) years, commencing on the first day 
following the day of execution of this Agreement by County. 
 
SECTION 2 – RENTAL OF PREMISES 
 
Association agrees to pay to County as rent for the Premises, the sum of one dollar ($1.00) per 
year and shall be due and payable on or before the first day of each calendar year during the term 
of this Agreement. 
 
SECTION 3 – ADDITIONAL RIGHTS OF ASSOCIATION 
 
A. Association shall have the option to renew this Agreement for an additional ten (10) year 

term, subject to the following conditions: 
 
 1. Association shall give written notice to County of intention to extend the 

Agreement 180 days prior to the expiration of this Agreement. 
 
 2. County, after being duly notified of Association©s intent to renew the Agreement, 

shall review the Agreement terms and conditions with the Association for 
agreement compliance and if required, as determined by the County, amend the 
Agreement accordingly. 

 
 3. Upon renewal of this Agreement by both parties, if amended, it shall be subject to the 

approval by the Monterey County Board of Supervisors. 
 
ARTICLE I I I  – TAXES, ASSESSMENTS, AND FEES 
 
SECTION 1 – PAYMENT OF TAXES, ASSESSMENTS, AND FEES 
 
A. Association shall pay promptly all taxes and assessments of any kind whatsoever assessed 

or levied for or upon the Premises, including taxes and assessments assessed or levied 
upon any machines, appliances, property, property interest, possessory interest, or 
improvement of any kind erected, installed maintained  

 upon, or used in connection with the Premises. 
 
B. Association shall also pay promptly any taxes levied upon the business or other activities 

of Association, upon or in connection with the Premises. 
 
C. Association shall promptly pay any fees imposed by law for any licenses or permits for 

any business or activity of Association upon the Premises. 
 
 
ARTICLE IV - UTIL ITIES 
 
SECTION 1 – COUNTY©S RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
A. County shall be responsible for the delivery of water to the booster pump station.  In the 

event of a failure of the County-owned water distribution system on the PROPERTY, 
County shall repair the system as expeditiously as possible. 
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B. In the event of a failure, County shall not be responsible for interim water requirements as 
may be necessary for Association©s development needs on the Premises. 

 
SECTION 2 – ASSOCIATION©S RESPONSIBILITIES 
 
A. Association shall pay connection fees and charges for all utilities, including but not limited 

to, water, sewer, electricity, telephone, or any other service required by Association on the 
Premises. 

 
B. If a planned improvement or facility is not served by a separate meter for electrical service, 

Association shall at its own expense have a separate electrical meter installed and all 
charges derived there from shall be billed to the Association©s noticed address and shall be 
paid by Association, as per the billing agency requirements. 

 
SECTION 3 – UTILITY EASEMENT OR RIGHTS-OF-WAY 
 
A. Association shall permit any County authorized public utility company or district to run 

gas, water, sewer, electric, or telephone conductors, pipes, conduits, or duct work where 
necessary or desirable over, under or through the Premises in a manner which will not 
unreasonably interfere with the Association©s use of the Premises and at County©s cost. 

 
B. All utilities must be brought to the Premises over County-approved public utility 

easements or rights-of-way granted for the purpose of serving the Premises.

ARTICLE V – COUNTY©S RIGHT OT ENTER PREMISES AND DUTIES 
 
SECTION 1 – COUNTY RETAINS THE RIGHT TO ERECT FACILITIES 
 
County retains the right to erect facilities or make improvements within the Premises.  Location of 
these facilities or improvements shall be at the discretion of County, providing their location does 
not interfere with existing or proposed operations of Association. 
 
SECTION 2 – INSPECTION OF PREMISES 
 
During reasonable hours, County, its agents or employees shall have the right, but not the 
obligation, to enter upon and inspect the Premises operations, and may make written demand upon 
Association to perform its obligations under this Agreement.  Such demand shall specify the 
obligations to be performed. 
 
SECTION 3 – RIGHT TO ENTER PREMISES FOR MAINTENANCE 
 
County reserves the right to enter the Premises to maintain, repair, remove and replace, add to or 
generally improve County-owned facilities, provided, however, that such entry shall not 
unreasonably interfere with Association©s use of the Premises. 
 
SECTION 4 – PHYSICAL DAMAGE CAUSED BY COUNTY 
 
County will reimburse, restore, or repair, at its sole discretion, for physical damages caused by 
County to Association-owned improvements located on the Premises only if such damaged 
Association-owned improvements are located and built in accordance with plans and specifications 
as have been approved by County. 
 
SECTION 5 – COMPLIANCE WITH CONCESSION AGREEMENT 
 
The County, its officers, agents, and employees shall have the right to enter upon the Premises at 
all times and for any official purpose, including but not limited to inspection for compliance with 
the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  However, the County, its officers, agents, and/or 
employees shall not unreasonably interfere with Association©s concession operation. 
 
SECTION 6 – SUPERVISION BY COUNTY 
 
A. The Director has given the Supervising Park Ranger in charge of Manzanita County Park 

the responsibility to schedule and assign duties to the park Volunteers in accordance with 
their knowledge, skills, and capabilities.  Volunteers are not peace officers and do not act 
in that capacity.   

 
B. The primary duty of the Volunteers shall be to oversee the security and protection of the 

Property, including the facilities and improvements located on the Premises.   
 
C. The Supervising Park Ranger will develop the Volunteers work schedule in accordance 

with and subject to the provisions outlined in Exhibit "D" – Operation and Maintenance 
Schedule Paragraph D. 

 
D. It is not the intent or purpose of the County©s volunteer program at Manzanita Park to 

relieve the Association of its duties to maintain, operate, secure and protect the 
Association©s physical facilities or premises in accordance with the provisions of this 
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Agreement. 
 
 
ARTICLE VI  – USE OF PREMISES AND SERVICES PROVIDED 
 
SECTION 1 – RECREATION AND ANCILLARY USES 
 
A. Association shall have the right to develop, construct, maintain and operate Premises for 

the following recreation and ancillary uses: 
 
 1) Park and Recreation Uses 2) Ancillary Park and Recreation Uses 
  Soccer  Food Concession Facilities/Services 
  Baseball  Restrooms 
  Football  Associated Activity Areas 
  Community Center Indoor Sports Parking Areas 
  Batting Cage  Maintenance/Equipment Storage Facilities 
  BMX Track  Infrastructure Systems 
    Fencing, Signage, Sport Field Needs 
 
Fund raising activities may include but are not necessarily limited to the following types of events. 
 The Association shall notify the County and coordinate special events  
 
 
with Park staff if the special events exceed attendance capacities allowed under the authority of the 
Parks Director and the Department©s Special Event Program guidelines:

   Sport Clinics 
   Animal Shows 
   Music Events 
   Fairs 
   Craft Shows 
   Bazaars 
   Charitable Events 
   Public Barbeques 
   Event Associated Camping 
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SECTION 2 – OTHER RECREATIONAL USES 
 
No other activity or uses are permitted except that ancillary to those listed in Section 1-A above, 
without the prior written consent of the DIRECTOR. 
 
SECTION 3 – RESPONSIBILITY FOR PREMISES 
 
The development, operation, and maintenance of the grounds and structural facilities on the 
Premises shall be the sole responsibility of the Association, except as provided for under the 
County©s maintenance responsibilities outlined in Exhibit "D". 
 
SECTION 4 – PRIMARY USE OF PREMISES BY ASSOCIATION 
 
A. Association shall have the first right of priority to schedule the use of the Premises, in 

accordance with this Article. 
 
 
B. Association shall have the right to operate food and soft drink concession facilities.  

However, all food and drink preparation and sale must meet and conform to any and all 
applicable State and County Health regulations and requirements. 

 
C. All fees and charges for food services provided shall be subject to approval by County in 

writing and shall be comparable to fees and charges at other similar facilities in Monterey 
County.  A list of proposed fees and charges shall be submitted to the Parks Director no 
later than January 15th of each calendar year. 

 
 
SECTION 5 – SIGN AND ADVERTISING PLAN AND APPROVAL 
 
A. Association shall develop a concession sign and site advertising plan for written approval 

by County before installation or erection of any signs not previously approved by prior 
written agreement. 

 
B. The signing and advertising program should include, but not necessarily be limited to, 

vehicular directional signs, park and facility entrance signs, signs located on Premises, 
team sponsor signs, banners, etc. 

 
 
ARTICLE VI I  – PROGRAM SCHEDULES 
 
SECTION 1 – LIST OF PROGRAM SCHEDULES 
 
A. The Premises shall be developed by the Association in accordance with the Development 

Schedule, attached hereto as Exhibit "C". 
 
B. The Premises shall be operated and maintained by the Association and County in 

accordance with the Operation Maintenance Schedule, attached hereto as Exhibit "D". 
 
C. The Premises shall be used by Association in accordance with the Sport Activity Schedule 

attached hereto as Exhibit "E". 
 
SECTION 2 – SUBMISSION OF SCHEDULES 
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All program schedules and calendar of events shall be submitted to the DIRECTOR by the 
fifteenth (15th) day of January, April, July and October of each calendar year during the term of 
this Agreement.  The information will be posted on the Parks Department website (or link to 
NCYRA). 
 
SECTION 3 – MODIFICATION OF SCHEDULES 
 
A. The content and substance of the schedules and/or calendar of events referred to above in 

Section 1, may be amended, modified and/or revised from time to time through a 
memorandum of understanding, and such modification shall be acknowledged by both the 
County and the Association by written consent to modify said schedule. 

 
B. Upon acceptance of a modified schedule(s), the new version shall be incorporated into this 

AGREEMENT by reference. 
 
 
ARTICLE VI I I  – SITE IMPROVEMENTS 
 
SECTION 1 – CONFORMANCE WITH DESIGN AND PLAN APPROVAL PROCESS 
 
A. Association shall submit to County and obtain approval of plans and specifications for all 

planned site facilities and improvements, in accordance with Exhibit "F", Design and Plan 
Approval Process, attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement. 

 
B. County reserves the right to enter the Premises to inspect Association©s improvements to 

the Premises for compliance with the Plan Approval and Permit Process. 
 
SECTION 2 – ALTERATIONS BY ASSOCIATION 
 
Association may make improvements; alterations or additions to the Premises, provided, however, 
that approval of such improvements, alterations, or additions must be obtained in advance in 
writing from the DIRECTOR.  All improvements, alterations, and additions shall conform to the 
current Design Criteria. 
 
 
 
SECTION 3 – EXECUTION OF REQUIRED DOCUMENTS 
 
County agrees upon request of Association to execute, as the legal owner of the PROPERTY, 
documents which are required by State, Federal, or County laws or regulations required in 
connection with the design, construction, installation, maintenance and operation of facilities or 
improvements approved pursuant to this Agreement. 
 
SECTION 4 – ASSOCIATION©S BURDEN OF COST  
 
All site improvements made by Association shall be designed, constructed, installed and 
maintained on the Premises at no cost to County. 
 
SECTION 5 – ASSOCIATION©S OWNERSHIP OF IMPROVEMENTS 
 
A. All planned site facilities and/or fixed improvements constructed on the Premises by 
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Association shall be owned by Association until expiration or sooner termination of this 
Agreement. 

 
B. Association shall not, however, remove any facilities or improvements from the Premises 

nor waste, destroy, or modify any facilities or improvements on the Premises except as 
permitted by this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 6 – COUNTY©S OWNERSHIP OF IMPROVEMENTS 
 
It is expressly understood and agreed by Association, that all fixed improvements, at any time 
constructed or placed upon any part of the Premises, shall become the sole and exclusive property 
of the County upon expiration or sooner termination of this Agreement. 
 
SECTION 7 – MECHANIC©S LIEN 
 
A. Association shall at all times indemnify and save County harmless from any and all claims 

for labor or materials in connection with demolition, construction, repair, alteration, or 
installation of structures, improvements, equipment, or facilities at the Premises, and from 
the cost of defending against such claims, including attorney©s fees. 

 
B. In the event a lien is imposed upon the Premises as a result of such demolition, and/or 

construction, repair, alteration, or installation, Association shall procure and record a 
surety bond, or other security approved by County, naming County as obligee, which frees 
the Premises from the claim of the lien and from any action brought to foreclose the lien. 

 
C. Should Association fail to procure and record said security within thirty (30) days after the 

filing of any such lien, this Agreement shall be in default and shall be subject to 
immediate termination by County, anything in this Agreement to the contrary 
notwithstanding. 

 
ARTICLE IX – ASSOCIATION©S DUTY TO DEVELOP, MAINTAIN, AND  
     OPERATE PREMISES 
 
SECTION 1 – SERVICES AND SECURITY 
 
A. The ultimate purpose of this Agreement is for the recreational benefit of the general 

public.  The complete and continuous use of the Premises and all facilities and services 
shall be made available to the public without discrimination as to race, sex, creed, religion, 
or disability. 

 
B. Notwithstanding the provisions of Article V, Section 7, Association shall have the 

responsibility for and shall at all times during the term provide adequate security measures 
to reasonably protect persons and property on the Premises. 

 
SECTION 2 – COOPERATION AMONG COUNTY AND ASSOCIATION 
 
A. County and Association shall conduct their respective operation in the spirit of 

cooperation with each other. 
 
B. County and Association shall cooperate with other governmental agencies that have 

jurisdiction over various aspects of the operations on the Premises. 
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C. Association shall obtain all permits, licenses, and/or approvals required for any project.  
Association shall bear the cost of any such permits, licenses and/or approvals, however 
County shall assist Association in the processing of such permit requirements and 
wherever possible, obtain a waiver of scheduled fees. 

 
SECTION 3 – ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION 
 
A. Association shall take all precautions to prevent all toxic substances, and petroleum 

products of any nature, from being discharged on grounds of the Premises.  The 
Association shall have all trash, litter and garbage caused by the development and/or 
operation of the Association on the Premises, removed from the PROPERTY in a timely 
manner.  

 
B. Association shall comply with all conditions and mitigation measures set forth in the 

certified Environmental Impact Report and all present and future conditional use permits 
for Manzanita County Park by any appropriate Federal, State, County, or local regulatory 
agency. 

 
SECTION 4 – ASSOCIATION©S RESPONSIBILITIES IN REPAIRING DAMAGED FACILITIES 
 
A. Association shall promptly and diligently repair, restore or replace as required, all 

damages to any part of the improvements or facilities resulting wholly or in part from 
damages caused by fire or other causes covered by extended coverage insurance. 

 
B. The complete work of maintenance, repair, restoration, or replacement shall be equal in 

value, quality and use to the condition of the improvements before the event, giving rise to 
the work, except as expressly provided to the contrary in this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 5 – ASSOCIATION©S RESPONSIBILITIES TO MAINTAIN PREMISES 
 
A. Throughout the term of this Agreement, Association shall, at their sole cost and expense, 

assume the maintenance and operation responsibilities of the Premises on a year around 
basis. 

 
B. The Association shall maintain the Premises and all improvements, installations, facilities, 

and common areas on the Premises, including landscape improvements and painting of 
equipment and structures, in first class condition and repair, ordinary wear and tear 
expected, and in accordance with all applicable laws, rules, ordinances, and regulations of 
Federal, State, County, governmental agencies or other regulatory agencies and insurance 
companies having or claiming jurisdiction. 

 
SECTION 6 – COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS 
 
Association shall at all times observe and comply with, and shall cause all its employees, 
associates, volunteers, suppliers, and agents to observe and comply with all applicable laws, 
ordinances, regulations, orders and decrees of all public authorities having jurisdiction over 
operations under this Agreement, whether now in force or which may hereafter be in force. 
 
ARTICLE X – INDEMNIFICATION AND HOLD HARMLESS 
 
SECTION 1 – INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS 
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A. HOLD HARMLESS: CONCESSIONAIRE shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the 
County of Monterey, the United States of America, and their officers, agents and employees 
from and against any and all claims, liabilities, and losses whatsoever (including, but not 
limited to, damages to property and injuries to or death of persons, court costs, and 
attorney’s fees) occurring or resulting to any and all persons, firms, or corporations 
furnishing or supplying work, services, materials, or supplies in connection with the 
performance of this Agreement, and from any and all claims, liabilities, and losses occurring 
or resulting to any person, firm, or corporation for damage, injury, or death arising out of or 
connected with CONCESSIONAIRE’S performance of this Agreement and the use of the 
Fort Ord road system, unless such claims, liabilities or losses arise out of the sole negligence 
or willful misconduct of the County, “CONCESSIONAIRE’S performance” includes 
CONCESSIONAIRE’S action or inaction and the action or inaction of 
CONCESSIONAIRE’S officers, employees, agents, and subcontractors.  Without limiting 
CONCESSIONAIRE duty to indemnify, CONCESSIONAIRE shall maintain in effect 
throughout the term of this Agreement a policy or policies of insurance covering all of its 
operation and in the amounts and according to the terms and conditions set forth in Exhibit 
B attached hereto and made part of this agreement by reference.  

 
B.  County shall give written notice to Association within twenty (20) days after any suit shall 

have been served on County wherein it is alleged that operations by Association or 
conditions on the premises create a liability of the County. 

 
 
ARTICLE XI  – INSURANCE COVERAGE 
 
SECTION 1 – INSURANCE DURING TERM OF AGREEMENT 
 
Note:  May be changes based on Counsel review 
 
A. Without limiting providers indemnification provider shall maintain in force at all times 

during the performance of this Agreement a policy of insurance as follows and in the 
minimum limits of liability as stated herein: 

 
 1. Comprehensive General Liability –  
 
  a) Comprehensive General Liability, including but not limited to premises, 

personal injuries, products, and completed operations for combined single 
limit of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. 

 
 2. Comprehensive Automobile Liability –  
 
  a) Comprehensive Automobile Liability, including but not limited to property 

damage, bodily injury and personal injuries for combined single limit of not 
less than $1,000,000 per occurrence. 

 
 3. Fire and Extended Coverage –  
 
  a) All improvements owned by Association located on the Premises shall be kept 

insured against loss or damage by fire and such other risks as are now or 
hereafter included in extended coverage endorsements in common use for 
commercial structures, including vandalism and malicious mischief. 
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  b) The amount of such insurance shall be sufficient to prevent County from 
becoming a coinsurer under the provisions of the policies, but in no event 
shall the amount be less than one hundred percent (100%) of the actual 
replacement cost. 

 
  c) If any dispute arises whether the amount of insurance complies with the 

above, which cannot be resolved by agreement between County and 
Association, the County may, but not more often than once every twelve (12) 
months, request the carrier of the insurance then in force to determine the full 
insurable value as defined in this provision, and the resulting determination 
shall be conclusive between the parties for the purpose of this Agreement. 

 
 4. Worker©s Compensation –  
 
  Worker©s Compensation covering statutory requirements of the State of California 

and Employer©s Liability of not less than $100,000 per occurrence. 
 
SECTION 2 – ADDITIONAL INSUREDS 
 
Liability policies shall provide an endorsement naming the County of Monterey, its officers, agents 
and employees as additional insureds and shall provide 30 days notice to County of Monterey in 
advance of cancellation or nonrenewal of said policies. 
 
SECTION 3  - PRIMARY INSURANCE 
 
Liability policies shall be endorsed to provide that such insurance is Primary Insurance and that no 
insurance of the additional insureds shall be called upon to contribute to a loss covered by 
Provider©s Insurance. 
 
SECTION 4 – COPIES OF INSURANCE POLICIES 
 
A. A current Certificate of Insurance policy must be on file with the County©s DIRECTOR. 
 
B. The insurance carried must be with established and reputable companies acceptable to 

County. 
 
C. Acceptance or approval of insurance shall in no way modify or change the Indemnity and 

Hold Harmless Clauses in this Agreement, which shall continue in full force and effect. 
 
D.* Certificates of Insurance from any groups other than Association must be submitted thirty 

(30) days prior to any event or activity held by such groups.  All insurance requirements 
outlined in Article XI shall be applicable.

SECTION 5 – FAILURE TO OBTAIN INSURANCE 
 
If Association is unable to obtain insurance for any reason, the County shall declare a breach of the 
terms of the Agreement and the Association shall cease operation until the required insurance is 
obtained. 
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ARTICLE XI I  – DEFAULT OR BREACH 
 
SECTION 1 – CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT TERMS 
 
Each term and each condition of this Agreement is to be kept, observed or performed by 
Association and shall be construed to be both a covenant and a condition. 
 
SECTION 2 – NOTICE OF DEFAULT OR BREACH 
 
A. If Association shall default or breach any covenant or condition to be kept, observed, or 

performed by Association, County shall give written Notice of Default or Breach to 
Association.  Association shall have thirty (30) days after service of the notice in which to 
cure, remedy, and correct the default or breach, or in which to commence and diligently 
pursue the performance of the thing or work required to be done to cure, remedy, and 
correct the default or breach. 

 
B. Should Association fail to so cure, remedy, and correct the default or breach, or to 

commence to diligently pursue such corrective remedial action within and during said 
thirty (30) day period, or should thereafter fail to diligently pursue such corrective action, 
County shall have the right, but not the obligation to terminate this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 3 – NOTICE OF TERMINATION 
 
If the Association fails to cure, remedy, or correct the default or to commence corrective remedial 
action within the above thirty (30) days, the County has the right to terminate the Agreement 
immediately and Association shall promptly surrender possession of the Property to the County.

SECTION 4 – SUBJECT TO AGREEMENTS 
 
This Agreement and all rights conveyed herein shall be subject to any deed restrictions and/or the 
provisions and requirements of any existing agreement between the County, the State of 
California, or the United States regarding the acquisition, development, or use of the Premises.  
Copies of all applicable documents are on file at the office of the Monterey County Parks 
Department. 
 
SECTION 5 – ASSIGNMENT OF AGREEMENT 
 
Association shall not assign this Agreement or any interest in the Premises or any right or privilege 
appurtenant thereto without the prior written approval of County. 
 
 
SECTION 6 – SAVINGS CLAUSE 
 
If any provision or provisions of this Agreement are for any reason adjudged to be unenforceable 
or invalid, it is the specific intent of the parties that the remainder shall subsist, be and remain in 
full force and effect. 
 
SECTION 7 – BINDING PROVISIONS 
 
Each and all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement to be performed, kept and observed by 
County and Association shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the heirs, executors, 
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administrators, successors, and assigns of County and Association, and all rights, privileges and 
benefits arising under this Agreement in favor of County and Association shall be available in 
favor of the heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns thereof respectively.

It shall be the County©s duty and right to approve the development program, and/or 
projects, subject to modification from time-to-time as herein provided, and it shall be the 
Association©s duty and obligation, to follow all prescribed requirements of this Agreement in 
general and more specifically, follow the guidelines found in Exhibit "F", Design and Plan 
Approval Process. 
 
The Association©s development program shall be submitted to County ninety (90) days after 
execution of this agreement.  Modifications to the Development Program shall be submitted to the 
County in writing as project timing dictates. 
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EXHIBIT " D"  
 

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE 
 
 
The primary purpose of this schedule is to provide guidance for the on going operation of a first-
class public facility for its patrons.  The Association shall make every effort to operate and 
maintain the Premises in this manner.  Throughout the term of this Agreement, Association shall, 
at their sole expense, assume the maintenance and operation responsibilities of the Premises on a 
year-round basis. 
 
The following general list of maintenance responsibilities shall act as a guideline to the 
Association in fulfilling their duties toward operating and maintaining the Premises. 
 
A. MAINTENANCE OF ATHLETIC FIELDS 
 
 As appropriate to the specific activity listed below, the Association shall have the duty to 
install, construct, renovate, repair, replace, mow, schedule, apply and inspect the following: 
 
 1) Turfgrass program (see Paragraph "D" for additional Agreement provisions); 
 2) Irrigation system; 
 3) Fertilization program; 
 4) Erosion, animal, weed and insect control program; and 
 5) Playfield equipment to include backstops, bleachers, scoreboards, etc. 
 
B. MAINTENANCE OF GROUNDS 
 
 As appropriate to the specific activity listed below, the Association shall have the duty to 
install, construct, repair, replace, remove, schedule, apply, and inspect the following: 
 
 1) Garbage, litter and trash removal from the PROPERTY; 
 2) Ground cover, shrub and tree care program; 
 3) Domestic water system; 
 4) Planned activity areas; 
 5) Fences, signs, and footpaths; and 
 6) Erosion, animal, weed, and insect control program 
 
C. MAINTENANCE OF BUILDINGS AND STRUCTURES 
 
 As appropriate to the specific activity listed below, the Association shall have the duty to 
repair, paint, clean, schedule, and inspect the following: 
 
 1) Restroom buildings; 
 2) Concession stands; 
 3) Roadways and parking areas; and 
 4) Equipment storage and maintenance building 
 
D. USE OF PARK VOLUNTEERS IN TURF MAINTENANCE PROGRAM 
 

This paragraph and its provisions define the responsibilities of both the Association and 
the County for the use of County live-on volunteers in the turf maintenance program. 
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 1) The Association shall maintain, repair and keep in good repair and safe operating 
condition, all mowing equipment utilized by the volunteers. 

 
 2) The Association shall repair all turf watering system breaks, as well as any other 

damages caused to the Premises by the mowing operation. 
 
 3) All Association equipment used by the volunteers shall be inspected as per the 

provisions of California Law, at the beginning of each operational day. 
 
 4) Any Volunteers utilizing Association equipment shall be trained by the 

Supervising Park Ranger or County designee before the Volunteer is allowed to 
operate the equipment without supervision. 

 
 5) The Park Ranger or Volunteer shall promptly notify the Association if the mowing 

equipment becomes inoperable and/or repair is needed. 
 
 6) The utilizing Volunteers shall be responsible for routine oil, water, and tire air 

pressure checks of the mowing equipment. 
 
 7) A schedule shall be established by County and the Association involving the 

utilizing Volunteers assigned duties in the turf mowing operation.  In no event 
shall the turf mowing operation exceed eight (8) hours per week of volunteer©s 
time. 

 
  a) If there is no Volunteer available because of volunteer vacancies at Manzanita 

County Park, or the discontinuance of the Volunteer program, then the 
Association shall be responsible for the mowing operation. 

 
  b) If there is no Volunteer at Manzanita County Park who has the ability or 

desire to operate the mowing equipment, then the Association shall be 
responsible for the mowing operation. 

 
 8) The volunteers shall be covered by the County Volunteer insurance coverage 

program and, in addition, shall be covered by Monterey County©s liability 
insurance program while operating the mowing equipment on the premises.

 3) BOARD OF SUPERVISORS: 
 
  The Board of Supervisors of the County of Monterey. 
 
 4) DIRECTOR: 
 
  The Monterey County Parks Director or his authorized representative. 
 
 5) CONTRACTOR: 
 

An individual/company/agency supplying construction, labor, services, materials, 
programs, and/or management services to the County, and referred to as vendor, 
contractor, architect/engineer, concessionaire or Association as the project 
dictates. 

 
 
 6) DESIGN PROFESSIONAL: 
 

A Civil, Structural, Mechanical, or Electrical Engineer, an Architect, or a 
Landscape Architect or other professional properly registered or licensed by the 
State of California acting within his scope of training, experience and limitation of 
law. 
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 7) PROJECT: 
 

Includes development, construction, and/or installation of new facilities that have 
been approved by the County.  Also includes projects on existing facilities that 
improves, rehabilitates, renovates or restores the quality or function of such 
property and has been approved by the County. 

 
 8) STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS: 
 
  a) The currently adopted editions of the State of California Standard Department 

of Transportation Specifications, the Uniform Building, Plumbing and 
Electrical Codes, as well as any other applicable Uniform Code publication, 
are incorporated herein by reference.  By means of Special Provisions, the 
project specifications are tailored to the individual job requirements. 

 
 

SECTION I I  
 

PLAN APPROVAL REQUIREMENTS 
 
A. GENERAL  
 
 1) All permits, approvals and/or authorizations required for the "project" shall be 

acquired by the Association.  The Association shall comply with all conditions 
and mitigation measures set forth in any conditional use permit issued by the 
Monterey County Planning and Building Department. 

 
 2) The DIRECTOR will not permit any work to proceed on any County-owned 

property until all permits and approvals have been obtained by the Association.

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Violation – “ The MRSWMP outlines procedures for proper disposal of used motor oil and oil 
filters. The Year 2 Annual Report discusses that Evergreen Environmental Services is contracted 
for this work but does not specify if the procedures outlined in the MRSWMP are followed. 
Provide the status of compliance with permit conditions for this BMP. 
 
Response - Oil filters are crushed and then stored in 55 gallon drums which are placed in a 
secondary containment structure. The filters as well as the drain oil are then recycled by 
Evergreen Environmental Services (Evergreen). This is according to MRSWMP 
procedures.  Evergreen operates under EPA permit CAD982413262 so therefore they 
operate in compliance with all applicable regulations. 
 
 
Improvement – In the Year 2 Annual Report, the (Vehicle Maintenance) inspection form 
does not contain a date or inspector name. Also no re-inspection information is provided. 
During the conference call, the City indicated that the initial inspection and the re-
inspection occurred and deficiencies were corrected. Provide re-inspection information 
and a completed form with the name of the inspector and date of inspection. 
 
Response – There were no violations noted on the inspection. Inspection checklist is located 
following comment #107 and is located in the Year 3 Annual Report on pages G-44 to G-48. 
 
Violation (Comment #50 – Y1 repor t letter) – “Pacific Grove (…..) must review the 
requirements for BMPs 3-1.c and d and develop clear procedures to receive, investigate complaints 
of illicit discharge, and subsequent enforcement. Update procedures in the next Annual Report 
(Y2 report)”  
 
Response - Pacific Grove was asked to review requirements for BMP 3-1.c and 3-1.d and 
to update their procedures.  We have always used the protocol on pages E-30 through E-
33 of Appendix E of the MRSWMP. We investigate and take appropriate action on each 
report of illicit discharge that is received. 
 
The form is called Illicit Discharge/Connection Reporting and Response. 
 
Citizens of the City call 911 for a fire department first responder arrival or the police 
department at 831-648-3143. The Fire or Police then notify the Public Works Dept. for 
reporting follow-up.

Provide as an addendum to 
the Year 2 Annual Report, a plan to document reports of construction site storm 
water pollution. 
Response: The City of Seaside has not received any reports of construction storm 
water pollution. If a report was received during business hours it would go from the 
County Communication Center to the Seaside Police Dispatch to the RMS front desk 
who would contact the Building Official, the Storm Water Coordinator and the City 
Engineer. The Storm Water coordinator and Code Enforcement would go to the site 
and follow procedures outlined on E-30 through E-33. If it is off-hours, the County 
Communication Center would contact Seaside Police Dispatch who would contact 
the Public Works On-Call who would go to the site and contact the City Engineer to 
inform him of the situation. The City Engineer in coordination with the Public Works 
On-Call would inspect and document according to procedures outlines on E-30 
through E-33 as stated in the MRSWMP.

Measurable Goal:  Summary of used motor oil disposal activities included in the Annual

In the conference 
calls, the parties discussed that most participating entities had vague contract 
language that didn©t specifically mention sweeping as is required by the MRSWMP.  
Response: All street repair performed in-house incorporates frequent sweeping. All 
other projects do require contractors to follow the Cal Trans Standard Plans and 
Specifications, and specifically section 7-1.01G Water Pollution which has some 
requirements for storm water, but none to specifically ‘sweep project on a frequent 
basis’ . Therefore, now in this City’s Front End Specifications standard template used 
by all employees who create contracts, there will be a new section stating the 
following: 
 

“WATER POLLUTION. -Attention is directed to the provisions in Section 7-1.01G 
Water Pollution of the Standard Specifications.  The contract shall submit a program to 
control water pollution to the Engineer for acceptance. It shall include additional 
provisions for the contractor to sweep construction zones on a frequent basis to keep 
pollutants out of the storm drain system. 

 

BMP 6-10.b through BMP 6-10.e: 
 Notice of Violation 87 

Comment: The Year 2 Annual Report contains a wide variety of information from 
each participating entity for BMPs 6-1.b through 6-10.e and does not clearly report 
the status of compliance with permit conditions. 
Response: It is believed that the City is in compliance with the BMP and 
Measureable Goals. If this is not the case, please elaborate on requirements which are 
not clearly met. The following is a summary of information included in the Year 3 
Annual Report for all BMP’s that are applicable to this topic. This should provide 
adequate information to determine our compliance. 
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BMP 6-10.b:  Inspect catch basins and inlets in the designated “ hot spots”  listed 
on page E-199 of Appendix E annually prior to rainy season, and clean as 
necessary. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of “ hot spot”  catch basins and inlets inspected and 
cleaned each year prior to start of rainy season. 
Measurable Goal was met. A two member crew inspects and cleans every catch basin 
on an annual basis before the rainy season. Hot Spot catch basins with 2 inches or 
more of debris are cleaned. Work was completed 10/14/08, supporting 
documentation is attached. 

 

BMP 6-10.c: Clean and repair catch basins, inlets and piping as identified through 
inspections prior to November 1st annually. 
Measurable Goal:  By November 1st annually, address cleaning and repair needs 
of prioritized catch basins, inlets & piping as identified during inspections. 
Measurable Goal was met. A two member crew inspects and cleans every catch basin 
on an annual basis before the rainy season. Hot Spot catch basins with 2 inches or 
more of debris are cleaned. Work was completed on 10/14/08. A total of 41.95 tons 
of debris was removed from the system, see attached. Also find a description of the 
Storm Drain System Inspection and Maintenance procedures. 

 

BMP 6-10.d:  Re-inspect identified problem areas during wet season 
Measurable Goal:  Re-inspect 100% of problem areas 
Measurable Goal was met.  As part of our normal routine during the wet season, 4 to 
5 staff members clean the tops of every inlet during rain and after the rains have 
stopped. This keeps debris out of the storm drain and helps to mitigate flooding. If a 
problem with the catch basin is detected, it is resolved.  No records are kept in 
regards to each individual drain because there are over 700. Staff instead documents 
their time on daily email for time cards stating they were cleaning storm drains.  
Attached are daily time entries from staff which tracks the cleaning of storm drains 
during the wet season. 

 

BMP 6-11.a:  Regularly inspect and clean trash enclosures. 
Measurable Goal:  100% of trash enclosures inspected per program described on page E-
181 of Appendix E. 

 

Notice of Violation 91 
Comment: The MRSWMP states that parks that exhibit high levels of littering (more 
than ten pounds per day per acre) are to install trash intercepting devices in the storm 
drain catch basins. 
Response: On park inspection sheets there will be added a place for the inspector to 
mark yes or no regarding the following statement: “Does the park exhibit a high 
volume of trash? Is it in excess of 10 pounds per acre per day?”

The inside of every storm drain box culvert is inspected and cleaned within the City of 
Seaside once a year. If the crew sees that there are more than a few inches of sand in the pipe 
leading into the storm drain box, the crew will flush and vacuum the line. If they continue to 
get sand, rocks, etc…they will video the line to see if the pipe has any deficiencies in it. The 
City of Seaside does not have a numbering system for each storm drain box, but the crews do 
carry a map and check the boxes off the map as they are cleaned. Ms. Sidenstecker (the 
MRSWMP Stenciling Coordinator) goes around with groups of volunteers and stencils the 
storm drain inlets as needed. Prior to rain, during rains and after rains, the city has two to 
three crews that go around every storm drain inlet and clean the debris off the tops of the 
storm drains, to keep the debris out of the drains and also to allow the water to flow in with 
out backing up and causing flooding.

The below responses are in response to the letter dated August 4, 2008 and September 14, 2009 
from the RWQCB. 
 
From the August 4, 2008 letter, the circled I tem #24 states: 
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24. BMP No. 1.1b- (Review and Revise Year 1 Public Education & Outreach Plan)  
The Measureable Goals for BMP 1.1b is too extensive to list and refers to Appendix A. We found 
no mention of BMP 1.1b in Appendix A.  
 
Response: Here is an excerpt from the 2007 Annual Report that starts on page A-3 and continues 
on page A-4. “The Measurable Goal for BMP 1-1.a consists of developing this Program, with 
measurable goals, and implementing the Program by the end of Year 1 of the five year permit 
term. Year 2 of the Program is detailed in the following pages and addresses strategies for 
addressing the activities described in the BMP Intent for this BMP. The Measurable Goal for BMP 
1-1.b states that the Program will be reviewed and revised during Years 2 through 5 of the permit 
term, based on public input and experience gained while conducting the Program.  
 
Revisions were made in year 2 of the Program and proposed for year 3 to the following program 
activities: 1.4 Teacher Training, 8. Restaurant Training, and 17. Tourist Outreach. The specific 
changes are listed under each program activity.”  
 
____________________________________________________________________ 
From the letter dated September 14, 2009 from the RWQCB. The numbers correspond to the 
comment numbers in squares in the September letter. This addendum covers BMP 1.1a, found 
under the Public Education & Outreach Program. 
 
17. BMP 1-1.a Teacher Training 
 
Action: As an addendum to the Year 2 Annual Report, provide a plan to achieve the intent of this 
BMP. 
 
The SEA education coordinator will coordinate teacher workshops in the future with organizations 
or agencies that conduct workshops. In this way, limited resources can be shared. 
 
19. BMP 1-1.a Residential Outreach 
Coordinate stormwater  messages into mailing inser ts via trash collectors, sewer agency, etc. 
to reach residents. 
 
Action: Correct these violations and demonstrate compliance in the next annual report. 
 
In Year 3, mailings with stormwater messages were distributed via waste haulers. An informal poll 
of people at public events revealed that mailing inserts were not read. The majority of mailers end 
up in the recycling bin or trash. The group feels that TV ads might be more effective in reaching 
residents. The MG will be # of impressions per TV channel. At the end of Year 3, TV ads on 
stormwater aired on all four TV channels including the Spanish station. A modification is 
proposed in the future annual report.

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Training: BMPs 3-3.a, 3-4.b, 4-2.a, 4-3.a, 5-2.a, 6-1.a, 6-3.a, 6-7.g, and 6-8.a:   
 

Notice of Violation 10 
Comment: The Year 2 Annual Report does not contain enough information to 
determine if MGs have been met.  Provide, for each training BMP, a table of all 
appropriate staff and positions for each participating entity.  Update the table each 
year as part of the Annual Report submittal. 
Response: Many entities included a training matrix in their Year 3 Annual Report.  
However, some entities (like Monterey), have put together an extensive spreadsheet 
indicating what BMPs require training, all staff that are appropriate for training  for 
each BMP, their position, and on what date they received training.  Documentation 
regarding what the training course is called and the course content are now being kept 
on file with each Permittee.  
 
After the holidays, a further effort will be made to consolidate this information, 
provide refresher training on MCMs 4 & 5, and train staff that were missed in Years 
1 and 2. These records will be kept by the Program Manager.  The MRSWMP Group 
is working towards developing a training program that is web-based and better tracks 
training of all required staff.  This will be discussed further after the holidays. 

 
BMP 1-1.a – Restaurant Outreach/Green Business Program 
 
 Improvement – 22 
 Comment: Provide a plan to achieve the intent of this BMP 

Response: This has been addressed in Appendix A; however, it will also be addressed 
here. During Year 4, the MRSWMP program for outreach to restaurants will include 
actual personal outreach with restaurant managers, attendance at stakeholder monthly 
meetings, and distribution of information/training materials to restaurants when 
inspected by the Monterey County Dept. of Health and MRWPCA.  Our PE/PO 
program will continue to strive to meet the MG of 75 restaurants visited. 

 
BMP 2-1.c – Annual Report Workshop 
 
 Improvement – 26 
 Comment:  Monterey Regional has low level of participation at the workshops. 
 Provide a discussion of how Monterey regional proposes to improve public 
 participation at the meetings. Include stakeholder groups in this discussion. 

Response:  Monterey Regional no longer proposes to modify the MG of 40 
participants.  Monterey Regional will identify a certain stakeholder group that may 
have interest in the MRSWMP program and solicit participation from this group.  
This approach has shown to be successful for both Workshop #1 and #2 for Permit 
Year 3.  Students studying environmental studies or science were solicited at a near-
by college.  The result was 44 participants and a great discussion. 
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BMP 2-2.d – Expanded Monitoring Program 
 

 Improvement – 31 
Comment:  In Year 2 Annual Report, the results of the expanded monitoring 
program are reported.  The AR does not contain a discussion of the significance of 
the monitoring results and any needed modifications to the MRSWMP based on 
the information learned.  Evaluate monitoring data and provide an analysis of the 
results. 
Response:  Details of the MRSWMP Expanded Monitoring program are contained in 
Appendix P of the Year 2 Annual Report.  The Monterey Regional Group has a new 
Program Manager who would not be familiar with the actual potential cause of the 
increase or reduction of the pollutants listed in the report.  Additionally, from first 
glance, one cannot really make any conclusions regarding the effectiveness of the 
MRSWMP program because the 2007 results were compared to the average of the 
results for each pollutant during the period of 2000 – 2006.  
 

From this one cannot tell if the pollutant concentrations were higher or lower in 2006 
or 2005 because the results given for comparison are an average. The only real 
conclusion that can be drawn from the data is whether the 2007 concentrations 
exceeded the Water Quality Objectives for receiving water.  Although concentrations 
at the discharge of outfalls are not the same as concentrations in the receiving water, 
the action levels can be used as a tool for comparison each year. 
 

From First Flush and Urban Watch data it has been determined that orthophosphates, 
metals (Cu and Zn), and bacteria are Pollutants of Concern.  All other data was below 
the Action Levels for the analytes monitored.  During Year 3, the MRSWMP Group, 
in conjunction with the Monterey Bay Sanctuary, conducted source tracking 
throughout Monterey and Pacific Grove to address the high readings found in the 
Steinbeck and Greenwood Park sites. . PCR testing was also conducted to determine 
if the E.coli readings were human or animal related.  
 

Enforcement was increased in Year 3 throughout the Monterey Peninsula, especially 
in Monterey along Cannery Row and Fisherman’s Wharf.  The City has kept an eye 
on the cleaning practices in the area, working to determine sources of 
orthophosphates in the Steinbeck and Monterey Hopkins outfalls.  Additionally, in 
Year 4, the MRSWMP monitoring program was modified to conduct two wet and 
two dry weather monitoring events all utilizing lab analyses in order to make the data 
comparable and to determine what differences may occur during a wet event 
following the First Flush.   
 

In previous years, the First Flush samples were analyzed by a lab and the Urban 
Watch samples were analyzed with field kits. Thus the data between the two events 
were not comparable; it was comparing apples and oranges.  This has been remedied 
in the Year 4 monitoring program. 
 

Monterey Regional is still in the data gathering phase and just beginning to analyze 
the results occurring specifically during the time the permit has been in place.  
Although 10 years worth of First Flush and Urban Watch data exist, only changes 
during the Monterey Regional permit timeframe may be considered to be attributed to 
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the MRSWMP program activities.  More monitoring is necessary to provide a more 
accurate conclusion as to how the MRSWMP program is protecting water quality.  
 
BMP 4-4.b – Contractor Training on Stormwater Pollution Prevention 

 

 Improvement – 50 
Comment:  The Year 2 Annual Report states the MG for this BMP was not met 
due to perceived lack of interest by construction companies. 
Response:  The MRSWMP Group will work to “piggy-back” on other workshops and 
conferences being held in the Monterey Peninsula area to address the prevention of 
stormwater pollution from construction sites. That said, due to passage of the new 
General Permit for Construction, many contractors and consultants are undergoing 
this same training because of requirements in the new General Permit.  Efforts by the 
MRSWMP Group to address this same topic would be overkill, since they are already 
required to obtain the training through specific qualified sources.  Monterey Regional 
is considering modifying this BMP to require proof of stormwater pollution 
prevention training by all construction contractors that do work for the Permittees.  
 
BMP 6-9.a – Bridge and Street Maintenance Procedures 

 

 Improvement – 86 
Comment:  In Year 2 Annual Report, either no information was provided or the 
information wasn’ t sufficient to determine if bridge and street maintenance 
contracts contain requirements for regular sweeping of construction zones.  
Provide plan to achieve this BMP. 
Response:  Each permittee has revised their contracts and their in-house procedures 
to include sweeping after each shift or maintaining good housekeeping protocol by 
sweeping at the end of the day.  Please see each individual permittee report for 
actions they have taken to address this BMP requirement.
